The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE), as necessary, adopt emergency regulations relating to the implementation of statutory provisions regarding facilities for charter schools (Proposition 39) and/or commence the rulemaking process.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In January 2008, the SBE adopted regulations relating to the implementation of statutory provisions regarding facilities for charter schools. The statutory provisions were enacted by Proposition 39 (November 2000). In March 2008, the regulations were approved by the Office of Administrative Law and became operative.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In July 2008, litigation was filed with the intent of blocking operation of the new regulations. On October 17, 2008, the Sacramento County Superior Court will hear the matter. This agenda item is a placeholder anticipating the possibility that adoption of emergency regulations and/or commencement of the rulemaking process may be necessary to respond to a ruling of the court.
