	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the expenditure plan to support school assistance and intervention team (SAIT) activities and corrective actions in state–monitored schools.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At previous SBE meetings, the SBE deemed selected Immediate Intervention/Underperforming Schools Program (II/USP) and High Priority Schools Grant Program (HPSGP) schools as state-monitored. At SBE meetings in 2002 through 2007, the SBE assigned a SAIT for all state-monitored schools and approved appropriated funding for SAIT activities and implementation of corrective actions. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Since Fiscal Year 2002, the state budget has annually appropriated federal and general funds for the support of SAIT contracts and SAIT corrective actions as recommended by SAIT providers. The 2007-08 state budget deleted federal fund support for SAIT contracts in II/USP state-monitored schools, but retained them for district implementation of SAIT corrective actions. The 2008-09 state budget deletes both federal and general funds support for II/USP state-monitored schools. 

Item 6110-123-0001, Schedule 1, in the 2008 Budget Act appropriates state funds for HPSGP schools. A portion of this funding, up to $10,000,000 or whatever greater or lesser amount is necessary, is available to identified HPSGP state-monitored schools. It will be used for both SAIT contracts and SAIT corrective action activities.
Approval of the expenditure plan is requested to support SAIT and SAIT corrective action funding for newly identified state-monitored schools. On September 4, 2008, the release of schoolwide Academic Performance Index (API) growth data yielded a number of new HPSGP schools to be deemed as state-monitored.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


These schools will require funds to contract with a SAIT and to support recommended corrective actions. 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


An expenditure plan for all newly identified HPSGP schools, based on the release of the 2008 schoolwide API growth data, projects an expenditure of $2,757,250. The expenditure plan is provided as an attachment.
