	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve nine local educational agencies (LEAs) for fiscal year (FY) 2008-09 Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) program funding. The recommendation includes four LEAs for two-year approval and five LEAs for three-year approval.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The SBE annually approves LEA applications for GATE program funding in accordance with California Education Code (EC) Section 52212. In addition to the nine LEA applications being recommended for funding, there were 307 LEA applications recommended for funding at the September 2008 SBE meeting, and 475 LEAs with continuing applications that were approved by the SBE in prior years for a total of 791 LEAs approved for FY 2008-09 funding. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


EC Section 52212 authorizes the SBE to approve LEA GATE applications for one, two, and three years based on the quality of the LEA GATE plans in accordance with the criteria in the Recommended Standards for Programs for Gifted and Talented Students (Recommended Standards). The SBE-approved Recommended Standards were included as part of the September 2008 SBE item and can be found on the CDE Resources Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/sp/gt/re/.
The list of LEAs recommended for approval is provided in Attachments 1 and 2. 

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The LEA GATE funding, based on the average daily attendance (ADA) for all students in the LEA, is used to provide program services for identified GATE students. The 

2008-09 funding is approximately $9 per student.

The FY 2008-09 state budget appropriation for the GATE program is $51,961,000. An additional $4,294,000 has been deferred to FY 2009-10. Of the funds appropriated, $910,000 is for the purpose of providing a cost-of-living adjustment. The funding reflects a reduction to the base funding of .52 percent for a statewide decline in ADA.

Per EC Section 52211, LEA GATE apportionments are calculated through a funding formula that divides the total funding available for GATE by the statewide total units of ADA in kindergarten through grade twelve reported at the second principal apportionment by all LEAs participating in the program in the current year. An additional deficit factor may be applied in order to align the GATE funding calculations with the available state funding.
