	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The SBE seeks the advice of a group of educators who have demonstrated knowledge regarding the educational needs of English learners (ELs). The overall goal will be to provide the SBE with advice as to how to better focus resources and identify successful instructional approaches, resources, and research with the objective of improving educational services for ELs. 
Interviews for the four ELAC vacancies took place in August 2008. Seven candidates were interviewed. These candidates were selected from an applicant pool of over seventy. With the approval of four ELAC candidates, the ELAC will be at its full membership of eleven.
