The California Department of Education (CDE) and the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) recommend that the State Board of Education (SBE) hold a public hearing and adopt the draft Physical Education Framework.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Curriculum Commission, as an advisory body to the SBE, submits this draft Physical Education Framework (Attachment 1) to the SBE for public hearing and action. 

The draft Physical Education Framework was developed as authorized by California Education Code (EC) Section 33538. This framework is in alignment with the Content Standards adopted by the SBE on January 12, 2005, pursuant to EC Section 60605.2.

SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
Framework Development and Approval Process

The SBE-appointed CFCC met six times from September 2006 through April 2007 and produced an initial draft Physical Education Framework. All CFCC meetings were open to the public and opportunities were provided at each meeting for public comment. 

The CFCC’s initial draft Physical Education Framework was distributed to members of the Curriculum Commission for review in July 2007. At the September 2007 Curriculum Commission meeting, the Curriculum Commission approved the initial draft Physical Education Framework for a 60-day public review period.

From October through December 2007, the Curriculum Commission conducted a public review and online survey of the CFCC’s initial draft Physical Education Framework. The online survey provided opportunities for the field to rate, on a scale of one to four, chapters and sections of the draft Physical Education Framework and to submit comments and suggested edits. As shown on Attachment 2, the Physical Education Framework Online Survey Quantitative Report, the initial draft Physical Education Framework was highly rated. Numerous thoughtful comments and suggested edits were submitted via the online survey and e-mails from the field. These comments were provided to the members of the Curriculum Commission at the January 2008 meeting.

On March 18, 2008, the Physical Education Subject Matter Committee (PE SMC), a subcommittee of the Curriculum Commission, reviewed and approved the CDE staff recommendations regarding integration of the comments and suggested edits submitted by the field. CDE staff incorporated the approved edits into the draft Physical Education Framework. Members of the Curriculum Commission received a copy of the draft Physical Education Framework, with the incorporated edits, for review in preparation for the May 2008 Curriculum Commission meeting. 
On May 15, 2008, the PE SMC conducted a public meeting and asked for public comment on the draft Physical Education Framework. On May 16, 2008, the Curriculum Commission conducted a public meeting and asked for public comment on the draft Physical Education Framework. While there were no public comments at either public meeting, the Curriculum Commission did receive letters of support for the draft Physical Education Framework (Attachment 3). 

At the May 16, 2008, public meeting, the Curriculum Commission in a roll call vote unanimously recommended that the SBE adopt the draft Physical Education Framework.
On May 19, 2008, pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 5, the CDE staff posted the draft Physical Education Framework online for a 60-day period. In addition, the CDE staff distributed two hard copies to each Learning Resources Display Center in California. On May 28, 2008, State Superintendent of Public Instruction, Jack O’Connell, notified all county and district superintendents and charter school administrators of the 
CDE Web site posting of the draft Physical Education Framework and invited comments
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
from the field. If the SBE adopts the draft Physical Education Framework, production and distribution will follow in spring 2009, recognizing that the draft Physical Education Framework will be subject to professional editing prior to the printing and distribution.
Highlights of the draft Physical Education Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten through Grade Twelve
The draft Physical Education Framework incorporates the state-adopted Content Standards and focuses on the delivery of standards-based physical education instruction to every student in California. The draft Physical Education Framework reflects current research and includes chapters on assessment, instruction, universal access, and instructional resources. The expanded appendix features a wide range of documents, including examples of standards-based report cards, guidelines for facilities, online resources, and contraindicated exercises. 

The draft Physical Education Framework provides guidance for effective assessment practices and high-quality instruction, establishing a supportive and safe environment, teacher support, and program development. The document will serve as a resource for school and district stakeholders in developing quality physical education programs. The draft Physical Education Framework is designed to help schools offer exciting and effective standards-based physical education instructional programs. The draft Physical Education Framework outlines the implementation of the Content Standards and describes a comprehensive physical education system with the goal of preparing every student for a lifetime of physical activity, health, and well-being. 

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The cost of editing, formatting, and printing the draft Physical Education Framework is estimated to be $206,000 (based on the final cost of preparing and printing the framework in science). The actual cost may be higher or lower depending upon editing and formatting charges, copyright fees, and the quantity and quality of illustrations and graphics. These costs will be recovered by the sale of the Physical Education Framework at approximately $20 per copy.
