	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The ATP requires the SBE to approve all program training providers and their training curricula. Applications to become SBE-approved providers are reviewed using SBE-adopted criteria. The criteria are posted on the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/fg/fo/r12/atp07rfa.asp. Two prospective training providers applied for a total of three training curricula. Both training providers and curricula are being recommended for SBE approval.
