	RECOMMENDATION


The State Board of Education (SBE) staff recommends that the SBE approve the appointment of the following two candidates who were interviewed on August 7, 2008, via telephone, and selected by the SBE Screening Committee to review Reading/Language Arts training curricula submitted by agencies wishing to be training providers for the MRPDP:
1. Lilia Stapleton, Coordinator, Services for English Learners, Orange County Department of Education 

2. Stephen Flores, Teacher/Lecturer, Ventura Unified School District/California State University Channel Islands  
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the September 2007 meeting, the SBE adopted regulations governing the MRPDP. The regulations include the requirement that the MRPDP training curricula be reviewed by an SBE appointed review panel consisting of at least two members. Further, the regulations include quality standards pertaining to the skills and knowledge of MRPDP reviewers. 

At the November 2007 SBE meeting, the SBE approved a supplementary questionnaire to address the quality standards. In addition to completing the standard application, all those interested in applying to be an MRPDP reviewer must also complete the supplementary questionnaire indicating which curricula they are interested in reviewing: mathematics, reading/language arts, or English learner. All applications are screened by SBE staff for their ability to meet the quality standards.

At the November 2007 SBE meeting, an SBE Screening Committee (consisting of SBE members) was selected to interview qualified applicants. 

SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS (Cont.)

During January 2008 and again in March 2008, qualified applicants were interviewed and selected as review panel members for mathematics and English learner curricula. This item includes the first recommendation for review panel members of reading/language arts.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Regulations for the MRPDP stipulate that the SBE designate qualified reviewers who meet the requirements set forth in regulations (California Education Code Section 11984.5). There are three types of professional development to review: mathematics, reading/language arts, and English learner professional development (ELPD). Many reviewers will be needed as the California Department of Education (CDE) is still receiving surveys from potential providers who are interested in submitting trainings for review and approval by the SBE. 

An invitation for applications was widely circulated to districts, county offices of education, and education stakeholders. The SBE will be accepting applications until there is a sufficient pool of reviewers to handle the volume of submissions. 
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There are relatively minor costs associated with the participation of individual reviewers at meetings. Funding for these costs is part of the base state operations, Provision 10 of Budget Act Item 6110-001-0001. Appointment of individuals to the MRPDP Review Panel, per se, does not have a significant fiscal impact on the CDE.
