The request is to delay the adoption of materials in Mathematics (kindergarten through grade six) and English/Language Arts (kindergarten through grade eight) for 12 additional months.

That the district have instructional materials from the 2007 Mathematics Adoption purchased, ready to implement, and in the hands of students by the start of the fall 2010 academic term and instructional materials from the 2008 Reading/Language 
Arts–English-Language Development Adoption purchased, ready to implement, and in the hands of students by the start of the fall 2011 academic term, subject to modification, in accordance with any change in underlying statute in the future.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The statutory requirements to request this waiver are outlined in EC Section 60422(c), 
Assembly Bill 1782, Statutes of 2002. All of the previous waivers received have been approved by the State Board of Education (SBE).

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


EC Section 60422 outlines the requirements of the Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP). One of these requirements is that districts that accept this funding from the state provide standards-aligned instructional materials to students, “by the beginning of the first school term that commences no later than 24 months after those materials were adopted by the State Board of Education.”
EC Section 60422(c) includes provision for the SBE to grant school districts additional time to meet the requirement to provide students with standards-aligned instructional 
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
materials following an SBE adoption. The additional time is based upon districts meeting the following criteria in EC Section 60422(c)(1) through (3):
1. The school district has implemented a well-designed, standards-aligned basic instructional materials program.
2. The school district, at the time of its request for additional time pursuant to this subdivision, has sufficient textbooks or basic instructional materials for use by each pupil.
3. The school district has adopted a plan for the purchase of standards-aligned instructional materials in accordance with subdivision (a) but that plan indicated an alternative date for compliance declared in the request for additional time.

The district has provided supporting evidence to indicate that it has met each of the criteria listed in EC Section 60422(c):

1. The district is currently using the Houghton Mifflin Reading: A Legacy of Literacy reading program for kindergarten through grade five, and Literature and Language Arts from Holt, Rinehart and Winston for grades six through eight. In mathematics, the district is using McGraw-Hill Mathematics for kindergarten, Mathematics by Houghton Mifflin for grades one through five, and Concepts and Skills from McDougal Littell for grade six. The district has provided California Standards Test (CST) scores in mathematics and English-language arts that are significantly higher than the state average at all grade levels. Thirty of the district's 35 schools have an Academic Performance Index score of 800 or above. 

2. The district submitted a copy of its sufficiency resolution from 2007-08, stating that its students have sufficient instructional materials. 
3. The district has submitted an alternate plan for compliance with IMFRP deadlines. A table indicating the district's target date for the adoption of mathematics and reading-language arts materials, both with and without the waiver being granted, is included with the waiver request as Attachment 2.
Saddleback Valley Unified School District (Saddleback Valley USD) has requested that the SBE provide it with additional time to purchase standards-aligned instructional materials in mathematics and reading/language arts. The district states that with issues of declining enrollment and questions of teacher layoff and reassignment related to the state budget crisis, it needs additional time to complete its adoption process and conduct the necessary professional development to ensure that the programs are successfully implemented. 

Demographic Information: Saddleback Valley USD has a student population of 33,909 (22,620 in kindergarten through grade eight) and is located in the urban fringe of a large city in Orange County.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The district states that its 2007-08 IMFRP is $2,275,078. The district estimates approximately $1.8 million as the cost of implementing its next kindergarten through grade 8 mathematics adoption. Furthermore, it spends approximately $700,000 each on consumable replacements and grade 9 through 12 adoptions each year. Based on data from past adoptions, implementing the next language arts adoption may cost two to three times as much as a typical adoption in other subjects.

The district has approximately $3,130,000 in carryover IMFRP and Proposition 20 Lottery funds that it will use to help implement the newest standards-aligned adoptions. The district has indicated that it will use a portion of this carryover to purchase mathematics intervention materials.
