The Great Body Shop program has been evaluated, and the results of that evaluation were submitted to California Healthy Kids Resource Center for possible designation as a science-based program. The results of the review have determined it is not a science-based program, and evidence does not show that this program will prevent or reduce alcohol and drug use or violence. 
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


State Board of Education (SBE) Policy 03-01 contains guidelines for approval of applications for waiver of the No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 requirement that Title IV funds be used for implementing “science-based” prevention programs. 
The SBE has previously approved waivers from several districts to use The Great Body Shop with Title IV funding while it was on the “promising list” and while the program was being evaluated.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


A waiver is intended to be a temporary, stopgap measure for using a program that is new, promising or innovative, but not yet determined to be science-based. This waiver request is a renewal of a previous waiver request from the Irvine Unified School District (USD) to purchase and use The Great Body Shop with Title IV funds. The first waiver request was approved by the SBE on November 10, 2005.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The Great Body Shop has been reviewed and was not found to be a science-based program; evidence does not show that this program will prevent or reduce drug use or violence. See Attachment 2 for confirmation of this fact.
Based on the above information the department recommends denial of this waiver.
Demographic Information: The Irvine USD has a diverse student population numbering over 24,000 in kindergarten through twelfth grade, in 22 elementary schools, 5 middle schools, 4 comprehensive high schools, and 1 continuation high school. The IUSD is located in an urban area of Orange County.
