Item #6, Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission: Appointment of New Members
Four current members of the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) have terms that end in December 2007. 

The Board’s Screening Committee (Ken Noonan, Ruth Green, and Ted Mitchell) met on October 23 and November 6 to interview 13 candidates for four Curriculum Commission vacancies. A total of 53 applications for the Commission were received and were pre-paper screened by SBE staff. The SBE staff considered the following factors in its pre-screening process: 
· Whether the candidate was a teacher or not;
· Content expertise needed (History/Social Science, Science/Math, Foreign Language, RLA/ELD) 
· Knowledge and experience with California’s content standards, frameworks, and SBE adopted instructional materials; 
· Demonstrated leadership experience; 
· Experience with diverse student populations. 
Of the 53 applications received, 24 were applicants who currently work in non-teaching positions. The statutory requirement for having at least seven teachers sitting on the Curriculum Commission did not allow SBE staff or the Screening Committee to consider those applicants. Therefore, 29 of the 53 applications were sent to the screening committee to review. As a result of this pre-paper screening, 13 applicants were recommended for interview. 

Following the interview process, the committee is pleased to recommend the following individuals for appointment as indicated below:
