	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION

	The State Board of Education appoints members to the Advisory Commission on Charter Schools (ACCS) pursuant to Education Code Section 47634.2(b) and State Board Policy 01-04. The ACCS is composed of nine members, eight of whom serve two-year, staggered terms. The ninth member is a designee of the State Superintendent of Public Instruction. The ACCS shall include, but is not limited to, representatives from school district superintendents, charter schools, teachers, parents (guardians), members of the governing boards of school districts, and county superintendents of schools.


	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES

	There are four open positions, each representing a particular constituency:  charter schools, teachers, school boards, and school districts. It is anticipated that the State Board’s Screening Committee will recommend individuals for appointment to positions on the ACCS.
