	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Title I Committee of Practitioners is a mandated advisory committee (NCLB Act of 2001 section 1903(b)) that’s primary function is to advise the State Board of Education by reviewing any State rules, regulations, and policies relating to Title I of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act in order to ensure that they conform to the purposes of Title.
On July 24, August 28, and October 9, 2007, the members of the Committee of Practitioners met and discussed changes to the COP governing policy. Attachment 1 identifies changes proposed to the policy. The proposed changes:
1) Identify valuable characteristics of COP appointees that would prepare them to function effectively as a COP member,

2) Better define the role of the COP as an advisory body to the State Board of Education, 
3) Identify the minimum number of members required to function effectively as an advisory body, 
4) Reflect members’ request to elect the COP’s chair and vice-chair from its membership, and,
5) Clarify the COP’s intent to transmit its recommendations to the Board.
