	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program (MRPDP) training curricula require a review. In the past, the SBE has contracted with a county office of education (COE) to manage the review process and to communicate with CDE staff which training curricula the reviewers are recommending for approval. Since 2002, this COE was charged with appointing the reviewers and has, since then, consistently used a small group of educators with expertise in math and another small group of educators with expertise in reading/language arts to do these reviews.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In preparation for the new English Learner Professional Development training curricula submissions and the upcoming mathematics adoption which will generate many math training curricula submissions in the coming months, it is necessary to update and expand the pool of reviewers. In the spirit of transparency, the process is going to change by having the SBE appoint the reviewers through its public screening committee process instead of the COE appointing them in a non-public manner. In order for the SBE to have the best information about each candidate for this MRPDP (SB 472) review committee, the general application that is used for all of the SBE’s committees and commissions needs to be more specific to the work. Thus, a supplementary questionnaire has been developed for this purpose.
