	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


K-1 Early Literacy Test Development

In response to recent legislation with an urgency clause (Senate Bill [SB] 80) to include kindergarten through grade 1 (K-1) early literacy testing, CDE is amending the current contract with CTB/McGraw-Hill to develop test questions, field test, and prepare operational test forms for K-1 early literacy. Education Code (EC) 60810, as amended by SB 80, requires that the test be administered for three years and that a report on the administrative process and results will be submitted no later than January 1, 2013, to the Legislature. CDE plans to have test question development and field testing occur during the 2007-08 and 2008-09 school years, with operational test forms completed by June 30, 2009.
As of July 1, 2009, a new contract will be in place to conduct all CELDT K-12 testing and will include a requirement to provide the mandated report on the K-1 early literacy assessment activities.

2006-07 Initial Assessment Summary Results

In October 2007, CDE released summary results for Form F 2006-07 Initial Assessment and combined Annual Assessment and Initial Assessment. 397,973 students took the CELDT for initial identification purposes during the 2006-07 school year.
