	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the proposed changes to the CSIS Data Dictionary, Version 9.0.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Consistent with Education Code (EC) section 49083, CSIS
“shall submit to the State Board of Education a plan to administer, coordinate, and manage the development and implementation of an electronic statewide school information system” and that this plan “shall be updated with State Board of Education approval annually.” 
Each year the CSIS Program must update its data dictionary, prior to scheduled data collections, to include modifications necessary for state reporting and records transfer. The SBE has previously approved CSIS Data Dictionary Versions 1.0 – 8.0. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In the 1997 Budget Act (AB 107, Chapter 282, Statutes of 1997) the California Legislature authorized and funded the California School Information Services (CSIS) Program. The CSIS Program was permanently authorized in 1999 by AB 1115 (Chapter 78, Statutes of 1999) which added EC Sections 49080 – 49083 to the California Education Code. CSIS’ statutory mission is to achieve the following high level goals:

· Build the capacity of local education agencies to implement and maintain comparable, effective and efficient pupil information systems that will support their daily program needs, assist local education agencies (LEAs) in improving the outcomes of pupils, and promote the use of information for educational decision making by school site, district office, and county staff;

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


· Enable the accurate and timely exchange of pupil transcripts between local education agencies and to postsecondary institutions; and

· Assist LEAs to transmit state and federal reports electronically to the California Department of Education, thereby reducing the reporting burden of LEA staff.

The CSIS Data Dictionary lists the data elements that will be transferred electronically from an LEA through CSIS to the CDE, and among LEAs. The Data Dictionary also defines data that are transmitted to ED in compliance with NCLB reporting requirements. The CSIS Data Dictionary is a collection of descriptions of the items of information, or data elements which helps to ensure that information exchanged between entities is commonly defined. The CSIS Data Dictionary is used by all LEAs to submit the Annual Statewide Student Identifier (SSID) Maintenance to the CDE through CSIS and by LEAs participating in the CSIS State Reporting Program to submit data for the California Basic Educational Data System (CBEDS), the Language Census (LCEN), and the Student National Origin Report (SNOR). It is also used by the software companies that produce student information systems. 

Attachment 1 is a summary of the proposed CSIS Data Dictionary changes from Version 8.0.4 to 9.0. The changes fall into the following categories:

· Addition of three new data elements:

-Immunization Record Description (Other Source): To identify other 

sources/documents used to verify the student’s immunization information.

-Statewide Educator Identifier (SEID): To prepare for the California Longitudinal Teacher Integrated Data Education System (CALTIDES).

-Staff Birth Date: To prepare for CALTIDES.

· Modifications to data element definitions for clarity.

· Modification or clarifications of codes.

The draft Data Dictionary will be posted for review by October 16, 2007,on the CSIS Web site at http://www.csis.k12.ca.us/library/reporting-requirements/.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There are minimal CDE, LEA, and vendor costs associated with modifying data elements and codes. There is a one-time cost to the CDE, CSIS, and the Commission on Teacher Credentialing (CTC) to disseminate the Statewide Educator Identifiers (SEIDs). The CTC received funding to create and disseminate the SEIDs. There will be a one-time cost to LEAs to populate their local student information and human

resources systems with the SEIDs and minimal ongoing cost to maintain them. The CDE has advocated for ongoing funding to support LEA ongoing and one-time data activities such as this. Since the CDE has not yet been successful in securing such 
funding, LEAs will be required to absorb any one-time costs associated with populating the SEIDs in their local systems.

This definition also applies to charter schools. If the classroom is a career-technical education class that meets a high school graduation requirement or UC/CSU freshman admission requirement ("A-G" course requirements) in one of the NCLB core academic subject areas, the class is considered NCLB core.

Full Credential: Held by a teacher who has completed the teacher preparation program and who holds a preliminary, clear, professional clear, or life credential. 

University Internship: University credential program in which the intern is enrolled in the university and takes course work while teaching. 

District Internship: District credential program in which interns participate in preparation that includes staff development but may or may not include college course work. 

Teaching/Emergency Permit: Requested by the employer on behalf of an individual who does not qualify for a credential or internship but does meet minimum certification requirements. For the teaching permit, the individual must take the appropriate subject matter exams required for certification to renew the permit. For the emergency permit, the individual must take either course work or examination to renew the permit. Districts are not required to report an authorization for the "30-day emergency permit" for purposes of this collection. 

Provisional Internship Permit (PIP): Available when the employing agency knows that there will be a teacher vacancy yet is unable to recruit a suitable candidate. A bachelor's degree, passage of the California Basic Educational Skills Test (CBEST), and specific course work or experience is required. The permit is issued for one year and may be renewed once if the individual takes all the subject matter exams listed on the document and does not pass. Only two provisional internship documents of any kind may be issued to an individual. 

Short-term Staff Permit (STSP): Requested by an employing agency when there is an acute staffing need. A bachelor's degree, passage of the California Basic Educational Skills Test (CBEST), and specific course work or experience is required. The permit is issued for one year, cannot be renewed, and is available to a candidate only once in a lifetime. 

Waiver: Requested by an employer on behalf of an individual when the employer is unable to find credentialed teachers or individuals who qualify for an emergency permit.
