Approve the 2006 Visual and Performing Arts Primary Adoption Timeline




The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the revised timeline for the 2008 Reading/Language 

Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


April 17, 2006: The SBE adopted the Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, which includes Chapter 9: Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight. This criteria includes a request for five types of programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

November 9, 2006: The SBE approved the English Language Arts/English-Language Development (ELA/ELD) Standards Correlation Matrices to be used to demonstrate the alignment of the one hour of ELD instructional materials required by two of the programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

March 7-8, 2007: The SBE (1) adopted the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption timeline and (2) approved the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption Content Review Panel (CRP) and Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) Application templates with SBE approved changes.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Adoption Timeline

The 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption timeline contains key dates for the adoption of instructional materials for kindergarten through grade eight. The attached timeline follows the statutory requirements and notice to publishers set by previous adoptions. On September 28, 2007, the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission approved revisions to the timeline.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


CDE recommends that the SBE approve these changes. The shaded areas of the timeline (see Attachment 1) have been revised for the following reasons:
1. Recruit IMAP/CRP members, March 2007–Until Filled: The original recruitment deadline of September 12, 2007, has been extended “until filled” to allow individuals to continue to submit applications to serve as IMAP and CRP members for the adoption. Approximately 23 publishers have expressed an interest in participating in the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption. Based on this number of publishers, we anticipate needing approximately 23 or more panels of reviewers, each panel will have 7 IMAP members and 2 CRP experts. To reach this review level and to account for attrition, we need to continue to recruit additional IMAP and CRP members.
2. IMAP/CRP training, April 7-11, 2008 (Basic Programs) and April 21-24, 2008 (Intervention Programs): A second training session has been added and the first session has been extended from four to five days. Originally, the timeline had one training session for this adoption, April 8-11, 2008. However, because of the space constraints in accommodating the large number of reviewers and publishers, and the major differences in the evaluation criteria for the basic and intervention programs, the training has been divided into two sessions: (1) a five-day training for the basic programs (April 7-11, 2008) and (2) a four-day training for the intervention programs (April 21-24, 2008).
3. Samples submitted to reviewers and Learning Resource Display Centers (LRDCs), with completed standards map(s), April 29, 2008–Basic Programs and May 12, 2008–Intervention Programs: The deadline for publishers to submit programs to reviewers and the LRDC’s has been changed to coincide with the two training sessions in April. Also, the caveat that the completed standards maps be included with the submitted programs has been added to the action.
4. Publisher withdrawal deadline (seven working days before deliberations),
July 2, 2008–Basic Programs and July 17, 2008–Intervention Programs: 
The withdrawal deadline for publishers is seven working days before deliberations. Since the deliberations has been split into two sessions (see #5 below), the timeline had to be revised to include two withdrawal dates.
5. Deliberations, July 14-18, 2008–Basic Programs and July 28-31, 2008–Intervention Programs: A second session has been added for the adoption deliberations to mirror the two sessions of training. Based on the high level of interest from publishers to participate in this adoption, we estimate receiving 23 or more programs for review. Separating the deliberations into two sessions ensures that each review panel will have a separate meeting room to discuss the programs under review and develop a consensus report of findings for each program.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The estimated cost for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption will be approximately $778,140.
