	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve appointment of Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) members and Content Review Panel (CRP) experts as recommended by the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) for the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


April 17, 2006: The SBE adopted the Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, which includes Chapter 9: Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight. This criteria includes a request for five types of programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.
November 9, 2006: The SBE approved the ELA/ELD Standards Correlation Matrices to be used to demonstrate the alignment of the one hour of ELD instructional materials required of two programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.
March 7-8, 2007: The SBE (1) adopted the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption Timeline and (2) approved the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption CRP and IMAP Application templates with SBE-approved changes.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Background

In April 2007, a letter from the State Superintendent was sent to all county and school district superintendents to recruit reviewers for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption. Recruitment letters were also sent to college and university English and Teacher Education departments, former IMAP and CRP members, and to a number of professional associations statewide. The application forms for the IMAP and CRP have been on the CDE Web site since May 2007.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)




The CDE received a total of 59 CRP applications and 140 IMAP applications in 
Cohort 1 (see Attachments 3 and 4 for mini biographies for all applicants). We estimate that we will need a total of approximately 46 CRP members and 161 IMAP members.
On September 28 2007, the Curriculum Commission approved to move forward 42 of the 59 submitted CRP applicants to the SBE for appointment to the CRP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflicts of interest (mini biographies for the CRP applicants recommended by the Curriculum Commission are included in Attachment 1). Seventeen of the CRP applicants were not recommended by the Curriculum Commission for appointment to the CRP for the following reasons:
· CRP Applicant #505: applicant withdrew application

· CRP Applicants #508, 522, 523, 524, 527, and 550: submitted applications for both the CRP and the IMAP. Based on their education and background in reading/language arts, the Curriculum Commission recommended them for the IMAP (IMAP Applicants #118, 135, 136, 137, 143, and 108).
· CRP Applicants #506, 525, 528, 532, 535, 537, 541, 547, and 557: only submitted an application for the CRP. Based on their education and background in reading/language arts, the Curriculum Commission did not recommend these applicants to the CRP, but requested that these individuals be contacted to serve on the IMAP. If accepted, these applicants will be acted on at the November 2007 Curriculum Commission meeting and forwarded to the SBE at its January 2008 meeting.
· CRP Applicant #556: the Curriculum Commission decided to hold this application until its November 2007 meeting to allow CDE staff time to contact the applicant and obtain additional background information before making a recommendation for appointment.
The Curriculum Commission also approved to move forward 132 of the 140 submitted IMAP applicants to the SBE for appointment to the IMAP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflicts of interest (mini biographies for the IMAP applicants recommended by the Curriculum Commission are included in Attachment 2). The eight IMAP applicants (IMAP Applicants #107, 161, 176, 192, 194, 207, 211, and 239) not forwarded by the Curriculum Commission to the SBE for appointment to the IMAP submitted applications for both the IMAP and the CRP. Based on their education and expertise in reading/language arts, the Curriculum Commission forwarded these applicants to the SBE for appointment to the CRP (CRP Applicants #501, 514, 534, 544, 546, 548, 549, and 558).
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)




In addition, the Curriculum Commission felt that seven of the 132 recommended IMAP applicants have the background and expertise to serve as CRP experts (IMAP Applicants #104, 139, 166, 167, 171, 196, and 200). Therefore, the Curriculum Commission has requested that these individuals be contacted to serve on the CRP.
If accepted, these applicants will be acted on at the November 2007 Curriculum Commission meeting and forwarded to the SBE at its January 2008 meeting.
Profile of Applicants
The role of the IMAP is to review submitted programs to determine their alignment with the content standards and the evaluation criteria adopted by the SBE. The CRP members serve as RLA/ELD content experts, and verify that the instructional materials are accurate and based on current and confirmed research. CRP members also review submitted programs to determine alignment with the content standards and the evaluation criteria adopted by the SBE.
A majority of the IMAP applicants are classroom teachers, as required by the 
California Code of Regulations (Title 5, Article 2.1, Section 9516), but also include curriculum specialists, literacy coaches, program coordinators, and consultants. The CRP applicants are educators with extensive knowledge of reading/language arts and English-learners who hold an advanced degree in a related field.
Of the total applications submitted, 11 of the IMAP applicants and 11 of the CRP applicants are male; 128 IMAP applicants and 46 CRP applicants are female; 1 IMAP and 2 CRP applicants declined to state gender. Forty-five IMAP applicants and 14 CRP applicants are from northern California; 22 IMAP applicants and 8 CRP applicants are from central California; and 73 IMAP applicants and 37 CRP applicants are from southern California.
Estimated Number of Panels

Approximately 23 publishers have expressed an interest in participating in the 
2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption, though we may have fewer or more actual submissions following the Invitation to Submit meeting with publishers scheduled for January 8, 2008. Based on this number of publishers, we anticipate needing approximately 23 panels of reviewers, each panel will have seven IMAP members and two CRP experts. To reach this review level and to account for attrition, we will continue to recruit additional IMAP and CRP applicants. The Curriculum Commission approved an extension of the IMAP and CRP application deadline from September 12, 2007, until filled.
Additional applicants (which will be identified as Cohort 2) will be brought to the SBE for approval in January 2008 following the next Curriculum Commission meeting on November 29-30, 2007.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The estimated cost for travel, hotel accommodations, and per diem expenses based on 100 IMAP members and 25 CRP members is approximately $778,140. The final costs may vary depending upon the number of reviewers who actually serve on the IMAP and CRP.
