The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the standards maps for the 2008 Reading/Language 
Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


April 17, 2006: The SBE adopted the Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, which includes Chapter 9: Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight. This criteria includes a request for five types of programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

November 9, 2006: The SBE approved the English Language Arts/English Language Development (ELA/ELD) Standards Correlation Matrices to be used to demonstrate the alignment of the one hour of ELD instructional materials required of two programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

March 7-8, 2007: The SBE (1) adopted the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption Timeline and (2) approved the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption Content Review Panel (CRP) and Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) Application templates with SBE approved changes.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Standards maps must be completed by the publisher/manufacturer for all instructional materials submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption, kindergarten through grade eight (K–8).
The standards maps for this adoption are based on the English–Language Arts Content Standards for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight adopted by 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)

· The required History-Social Science and Science content standards 
for K–3.
· Program 4: Intensive Intervention Program in Reading/Language Arts, grades four through eight (4–8) standards maps include:

· The required English–language arts content standards indicated in Appendix 9-A, Matrix 1, in the Reading/Language Arts Framework 
(pp. 319-320).

· Program 5: Intensive Intervention Program for English Learners, 4–8 standards maps include:
· The required English–language arts content standards indicated in Appendix 9-A, Matrix 2, in the Reading/Language Arts Framework 
(pp. 321-322).
Publishers submitting instructional materials for Programs 2 and 3 must also complete the ELA/ELD Standards Correlation Matrices for the appropriate grade level. These correlation matrices were approved on November 9, 2006, by the SBE and are available on the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/rl/im/elaeldmatrixlinks.asp.
For each standards map submitted, publishers must list citations showing where their program meets the content outlined in the English–Language Arts Content Standards. The standards maps will be used by the CRP and IMAP members to document the extent to which instructional materials meet Category 1: Alignment with 

English-Language Arts Content Standards (refer to the Reading/Language Arts Framework, Chapter 9: Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials: Kindergarten Through Grade Eight, pp. 303-309).
The Curriculum Commission approved these standards maps at its meeting on September 28, 2007.
