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Districts continue to submit data corrections that may result in changes to their accountability status. In order to present to the State Board of Education (SBE) the most accurate information regarding the status of each of the local educational agency’s (LEA), the “Priority Assistance Index for Local Educational Agencies in Program Improvement Corrective Action” was recomputed using current data. The updated data resulted in some re-ordering of the LEAs within the index. This updated data was again considered as part of the overall recommendations.
Based on reconsideration using the updated data, only one LEA, San Jacinto, is recommended for a different, in this case lower, level of support. San Jacinto is now among those LEAs recommended to “use state-identified PI instruments to analyze LEA needs and access technical assistance to fully implement the sanction and remove barriers to student achievement that led to LEA advancement in PI” rather than be required to contract with a District Assistance and Intervention Team (DAIT).
In addition, the Coachella Valley Unified School District (CVUSD) recommendation for No Child Left Behind Corrective Actions has been made more precise. The recommendation now reads, “Recommendation 3: Require Coachella Valley Unified School District (CVUSD) which accepted a supplemental grant in 2005 and in consideration agreed to only the harshest sanctions under federal law, to also contract with the Riverside County Superintendent of Schools, or his designee, as trustee to undertake prescribed duties.”
Further, CVUSD is specifically included among those LEAs required to, “individually contract with a SBE-assigned county office of education District Assistance and Intervention Team (DAIT) to analyze data, make recommendations to improve student achievement, and provide the LEA with technical assistance to fully implement the sanction and any recommendations made by the DAIT.” This increases the number within this category to seven.
The specific language for CVUSD on Attachment 3 under the heading, “Recommended Technical Assistance to Support Implementation of Sanction” now reads, “Contract with the Riverside County Office of Education as approved DAIT, with Russell Frank as approved DAIT Lead, to support the work of the Trustee, Riverside County Superintendent of Schools, Kenneth Young, or his designee, as he implements Sanction F and any DAIT-identified corrective actions.”
