The Board’s Screening Committee (Ted Mitchell and Ken Noonan) met on February 21, 2008 to interview 16 candidates to serve as math reviewers for training curriculums submitted by potential providers for the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program. A total of 24 applications for the math review panel were received. Three applications were incomplete so these applications may be considered at a future screening committee meeting for consideration at the May board meeting if completed applications are received. The remaining 21 applications were pre-paper screened by SBE staff and screening committee members, and 16 were selected for interviews. Of the 16 candidates interviewed, 15 are being recommended to the Board to serve on the review panel. SBE and CDE staff will be actively searching for more applicants over the next two months to add to the pool of reviewers. CDE and SBE staff is estimating that the SBE will need approximately 20 reviewers.

· Demonstrated content expertise and leadership in Mathematics 
· Knowledge and experience with California’s content standards, frameworks, and SBE adopted instructional materials; 
· Demonstrated professional development experience, specifically as a participant or instructor for the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program
