	RECOMMENDATION 

Approve the 2006 Visual and Performing Arts Primary Adoption Timeline




The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the Optional Evaluation Criteria Maps for the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption as recommended by the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission).
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


April 17, 2006: The SBE adopted the Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, which includes Chapter 9: Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight. This criteria includes a request for five types of programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

November 9, 2006: The SBE approved the English Language Arts/English-Language Development (ELA/ELD) Standards Correlation Matrices to be used to demonstrate the alignment of the one hour of ELD instructional materials required by two of the programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.

March 7-8, 2007: The SBE (1) adopted the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption timeline and (2) approved the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption Content Review Panel (CRP) and Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) Application templates with SBE approved changes.

November 8, 2007: The SBE approved 42 applicants for appointment to the CRP and 132 applicants for appointment to the IMAP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflicts of interest.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


For each adoption, publishers are required to submit Standards Maps that list primary and secondary citations showing where their program meets the content outlined in the standards.

CRP/IMAP members use these Standards Maps in their review to document the extent to which instructional materials are aligned with the standards.

In addition to the Standards Maps submitted by the publishers, the CDE has provided CRP/IMAP members with a Note-Taking Guide listing of all the evaluation criteria. This guide is a tool for the reviewers to note during their independent review where the instructional materials align with the evaluation criteria. 

The proposed Title 5 regulations for the adoption of instructional materials require that in addition to the Standards Maps the publishers also submit an Evaluation Criteria Map to show where their program aligns to the evaluation criteria. In anticipation of this future requirement, we have revised the Note-Taking Guide for the 2008 RLA/ELD Adoption to include a section for the publisher to list primary and secondary citations showing where their program aligns with the evaluation criteria and renamed it the “Optional Evaluation Criteria Map.” This Evaluation Criteria Map will be optional for this adoption since it was not required in the regulations. Once the new Title 5 regulations governing the adoption process have been approved, publishers will be required to submit the Evaluation Criteria Maps along with the Standards Maps.
The Optional Evaluation Criteria Maps for Programs 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 have been provided in Attachments to this item. The Optional Evaluation Criteria Maps are similar in design to the Standards Maps. Publishers are requested to provide primary and, if applicable, supporting citations showing where their program meets each criteria. Most evaluation criteria for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption are required “must” features, however, some criteria “should” be included in the submitted programs. Those features that are “should” are presented in italics in the maps (see page 38 of Attachment 1 for an example). Drafts of these maps are also available for review on the CDE Web site at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ci/rl/im/.
We are recommending that the SBE approve the Optional Evaluation Criteria Maps as they will give publishers an opportunity to provide guidance and references to the CRP/IMAP reviewers regarding the evaluation criteria just as they have provided on the content standards using the Standards Maps.

The estimated cost for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption will be approximately $778,140.
