	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the September 2007 SBE meeting, SBE members requested a presentation on the work of the Superintendent’s California P-16 Council, particularly its charge to examine ways to address the achievement gap in California.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The P-16 Council is a statewide assembly of education, business, and community leaders charged with developing strategies to better coordinate, integrate, and improve education for preschool through college students. It has tackled issues related to high school improvement, professional development, and, most recently, the Achievement Gap.
The Superintendent's P-16 Council is charged with examining ways to improve student achievement at all levels and link preschool, elementary, middle, high school, and higher education to create a comprehensive, integrated system of student learning.
