	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


In March, July, and September 2007, the State Board of Education (SBE) was briefed on state responsibilities to invoke sanctions for the 99 Local Educational Agencies (LEAs) that advanced to Program Improvement (PI) Year 3 on August 31, 2007 and entered Corrective Action. Since that time, Centinela Valley Union High School District submitted an appeal that was approved and the district remains in PI Year 2.
Presentations by representatives from districts and education stakeholder organizations at the September 2007 SBE meeting reinforced themes that had emerged during spring 2007 forums with administrators of districts in PI Year 2. These include: 

· Consider the work LEAs have done with an external entity while in PI.

· Differentiate actions based on student achievement. 
· Adopt corrective actions that build local capacity to improve student achievement.
This last theme is consistent with the requirement in Section 1116(c)(10)(B) of the federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 (20 U.S.C. Sec. 6301 et seq.), which requires states to continue to provide technical assistance while taking corrective action. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Background

Based on the Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) data released on August 31, 2007, 98 LEAs have now advanced to Corrective Action. In accordance with California Education Code (EC) Section 52055.57(c)(1), “A local educational agency that has been identified for Corrective Action under the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2001…shall be subject to one or more of the following sanctions as recommended by the Superintendent and approved by the state board: 

SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
(A) Replacing local educational agency personnel who are relevant to the failure to make adequate yearly progress.

(B) Removing schools from the jurisdiction of the local educational agency and establishing alternative arrangements for the governance and supervision of those schools.

(C) Appointing, by the state board, a receiver or trustee, to administer the affairs of the local educational agency in place of the county superintendent of schools and the governing board.

(D) Abolishing or restructuring the local educational agency.

(E) Authorizing pupils to transfer from a school operated by the local educational agency to a higher performing school operated by another local educational agency, and providing those pupils with transportation to those schools, in conjunction with carrying out not less than one additional action described under this paragraph.

(F) Instituting and fully implementing a new curriculum that is based on state academic content and achievement standards, including providing appropriate professional development based on scientifically based research for all relevant staff that offers substantial promise of improving educational achievement for high-priority pupils.

(G) Deferring programmatic funds or reducing administrative funds.”
In accordance with EC Section 52055.57(c)(2), “In addition to the sanctions prescribed by paragraph (1), the Superintendent may recommend, and the state board may approve, the requirement that a local educational agency contract with a district assistance and intervention team to aid a local educational agency.” 

District Assistance and Intervention Teams

Based on standards adopted by the SBE in March 2006 defining the work of a District Assistance and Intervention Team (DAIT), the California Department of Education (CDE), in conjunction with the California County Superintendents Educational Services Association (CCSESA), is implementing a privately funded pilot of the DAIT process in fifteen school districts. The 2007-08 pilot builds on work CDE initiated with help from the California Comprehensive Assistance Center (CA CC) at WestED in four districts in 2006-07. Each of the 15 volunteer districts (three of whom are in PI Year 3) is working with a county office of education, consortium of county offices, or in one case, a private 
provider, to identify and implement key district level strategies for improving student achievement. 

SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
Although it is too soon to document specific organizational and achievement effects, each district is engaged in implementation of a core instructional program based on SBE-adopted (grades K-8) and standards-aligned (grades 9-12) instructional materials as measured by implementation of the nine Essential Program Components at the school level and supported by district actions in the seven areas described at EC Section 52055.57(c)(4). Each district is also focusing specific attention on the instructional needs of students whose scores contributed to the district failing to make AYP and advancing in PI. Early results show promise that the DAIT process is working to improve instruction and accountability in pilot districts. 
Including the 15 approved DAITs working in the DAIT Pilot, there are currently 38 
state-approved DAIT Provider organizations and 109 state-approved DAIT Leads, all of whom met the stringent standards and criteria for DAIT adopted by the SBE in March 2006.
