	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Since 2001, five petitions have been approved by the State Board of Education (SBE) to use state Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) for the purchase of special education materials. This is the second such petition submitted for the IMFRP. No specific policies have been adopted by the SBE regarding IMFRP petitions. 

This is the county office’s first request for a petition to use state IMFRP funds to purchase special education materials.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


While no SBE policy currently exists for petitions under the IMFRP, language within the IMFRP in EC Section 60421(d) specifically authorizes the SBE to grant waivers for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The San Luis Obispo County Office of Education is petitioning to use IMFRP funds to purchase materials from the attached lists for use in the county special education programs. The county serves various populations with severe cognitive and emotional disabilities, some of whom cannot access the state curriculum through state or 
locally-adopted instructional materials programs. These students have specific goals and objectives set for them at Individualized Education Program (IEP) meetings. 

A complete list of materials that the county office intends to purchase is attached to this petition request. The county office intends to use state-adopted materials in science and history–social science to teach lower-grade standards to severely disabled students. For example, the county intends to use the first grade Scott Foresman state-adopted 
history–social science program for its special education populations in grades five through eight. Standards in mathematics and English/language arts would be taught with materials from the alternative materials list submitted by the county office.
