	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Many prior waiver/petition requests for the Everyday Mathematics program have been approved by the State Board of Education (SBE), most with the condition that districts supplement the program to ensure that all mathematics content standards are met.
This is the district’s third request for a waiver/petition for Everyday Mathematics. The district submitted a waiver under the Schiff-Bustamante program for the June 2001 SBE meeting. Subsequently, the district submitted an IMFRP petition for the July 2005 SBE meeting. Both of the prior waivers were approved. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


While no SBE policy currently exists for petitions under the IMFRP, language within the IMFRP in EC Section 60421(d) specifically authorizes the SBE to grant waivers for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The district is seeking approval of this petition to enable it to complete the current adoption cycle with the Everyday Mathematics program. This program was adopted by the SBE at its meeting on November 8, 2007, but the district has already purchased its consumables for the 2007-08 school year, and needs retroactive approval of this petition to use IMFRP funds for these materials. The state-adopted edition of the program will be ready for purchase in early 2008, once required edits and corrections 
are completed.

SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
The district has stated that it has evaluated the Everyday Mathematics program for alignment to the state content standards, and that it supplements the program for grade three to ensure that all content standards are fully met. All of the district’s schools have a 9 or 10 rating on the Academic Performance Index, with API scores of 826 or higher.
