Waivers fully meeting one of three statutory conditions usually go to the State Board of Education consent calendar.   
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Bellflower Unified School District (Bellflower), located in Los Angeles County requests a waiver for various sites, based on meeting Condition Two, documented in a financial analysis that the loss to the school district is in an amount equal to the operating costs of one month as averaged over the summer school session.   

In order to meet Condition Two, the district must perform a financial analysis documenting that the financial loss is in an amount equal to one-third of the net cash resources as defined in Title 7, Code of Federal Regulations (7 CFR), Section 210.2 which, for purposes of this section of law, shall exclude funds that are encumbered. If there are no net cash resources, the financial loss must be greater than or equal to the operating costs of one month as averaged over the summer school session.  

The back-up data supplied by Bellflower indicates that the district has negative net cash resources; therefore, zero net cash resources, and the condition is met because the financial loss is greater than or equal to the operating costs of one month as averaged over the summer school session. Serving breakfast during the summer session would

result in a financial loss of $30,240 and serving lunch would result in a financial loss of

$32,779. Operating costs for breakfast are $23,960 and costs for lunch are $27,409. Therefore, Condition Two is met by $6,280 for breakfast and $5,370 for lunch as noted in the table below:
