	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve appointment of Instructional Materials Advisory Panel (IMAP) members and Content Review Panel (CRP) experts as recommended by the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) for the 2008 Reading/Language Arts–English-Language Development (RLA/ELD) Primary Adoption.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


April 17, 2006: The SBE adopted the Reading/Language Arts Framework for California Public Schools, Kindergarten Through Grade Twelve, which includes Chapter 9: “Criteria for Evaluating Instructional Materials, Kindergarten Through Grade Eight.” This criteria includes a request for five types of programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.
November 9, 2006: The SBE approved the use of the English Language Arts/English Language Development (ELA/ELD) Standards Correlation Matrices to demonstrate the alignment of the one hour of ELD instructional materials required of two programs to be submitted for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption.
March 7-8, 2007: The SBE (1) adopted the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption Timeline and (2) approved the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption CRP and IMAP Application templates with SBE-approved changes.
November 8, 2007: The SBE approved 42 applicants for appointment to the CRP and 132 applicants for appointment to the IMAP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflicts of interest.
January 9, 2008: The SBE approved 16 applicants for appointment to the CRP and 44 applicants for appointment to the IMAP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflicts of interest.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Cohort 3 CRP/IMAP Applicants
At its January 25, 2008, meeting, the Curriculum Commission reviewed four CRP applications (mini biographies for the CRP applicants recommended by the Curriculum Commission are included in Attachment 2). The Curriculum Commission approved to move forward to the SBE all four applicants for appointment to the CRP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflict of interest.
· With cohorts 1 and 2 we have reached the number of CRPs needed to staff the panels anticipated for this adoption. However, we have continued our recruitment of CRPs to staff the panels for Program 3–the Primary Language/English-Language Development Basic Program. Three publishers are submitting instructional materials for Program 3 and we anticipate that we will need six CRPs–two for each panel. We have only three CRPs from the prior cohorts that have an expertise in the Spanish language. To meet the total requirement of six CRPs for Program 3, the Curriculum Commission approved to move forward the following applicants to the SBE for appointment to the CRP.
· One applicant previously appointed by the SBE as IMAP member (#228) in cohort 1 that the Curriculum Commission is now recommending be appointed as a CRP expert (#580). The applicant has worked as a bilingual teacher for seven years and holds a bachelor’s degree in Spanish. This applicant was contacted by CDE staff and has agreed to serve as a CRP expert on a Program 3 panel if appointed.

· One applicant that applied as an IMAP member in cohort 3 that the Curriculum Commission is recommending be appointed as a CRP expert (#579). The applicant has a Ph.D. in Educational Leadership, an M.A. in Bilingual Cross-Cultural Education, and a B.S. in Spanish Linguistics. This applicant has agreed to serve as a CRP expert on a Program 3 panel if appointed.

· One new CRP member applicant (#578) in cohort 3 has an M.A. in Bilingual/Bicultural Education and a B.A. in Spanish.
· In addition to these Program 3 CRP appointments, the Curriculum Commission approved to move forward CRP applicant #577 to the SBE for appointment to the CRP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflict of interest.
The Curriculum Commission also reviewed 15 IMAP applications (see Attachment 4 for mini biographies for all Cohort 3 IMAP applicants). The Curriculum Commission approved to move forward 14 of the 15 IMAP applicants to the SBE for appointment to the IMAP, conditioned upon legal counsel review of any potential conflicts of interest (mini biographies for the IMAP applicants recommended by the Curriculum Commission are included in Attachment 3).

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


· One applicant (IMAP #299) not forwarded to the SBE did not meet the requisite qualifications to serve on an IMAP.
Profile of Applicants
The role of the IMAP is to review submitted programs to determine their alignment with the content standards and the evaluation criteria adopted by the SBE. The CRP members serve as RLA/ELD content experts, and verify that the instructional materials are accurate and based on current and confirmed research. CRP members also review submitted programs to determine alignment with the content standards and the evaluation criteria adopted by the SBE.
As required by the California Code of Regulations (CCR), Title 5, Education, Article 2.1, Section 9516, a majority of the IMAP applicants are current classroom teachers providing instruction in kindergarten and grades one to eight, inclusive, or mentor teachers, or certificated teachers employed by school districts or country offices of education who are not in a position that requires a services credential with a specialization in administrative services or any combination of those teachers. The CRP applicants are educators with extensive knowledge of reading/language arts and English-learners, who hold an advanced degree in a related field.
The breakdown by gender, region, grade-level teaching experience, profession, areas of expertise, and Assembly Bill (AB) 466/Senate Bill (SB) 472–AB 75/AB 430 instructor or training for all the IMAP and CRP applicants is summarized in Attachment 1.
Estimated Number of Panels
The estimated number of panels for this adoption is 20, 12 panels for Basic Programs 1, 2, and 3, staffed with a total of 98 IMAP members and 24 CRP experts, and 8 panels for Intervention Programs 4 and 5, staffed with a total of 64 IMAP members and 16 CRP experts. This brings the total number of reviewers to 40 CRP experts and 162 IMAP members. If the Cohort 3 applicants forwarded to the SBE are approved, we will have exceeded our targets with a total of 61 CRP experts and 176 IMAP members, giving us a cushion for attrition.
Facilitators
To staff the 20 panels we will need to recruit additional facilitators not currently serving on the Curriculum Commission. The proposed Title 5 Regulations for the adoption of instructional materials require that the SBE approve the participation of any facilitator who is not a current Curriculum Commissioner. In anticipation of this future requirement, we are reporting for your information that former Curriculum Commissioners Mary-Alicia McRae, Charles Munger, and Jose Velasquez have agreed to serve as facilitators for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption. These former Commissioners served as facilitators while on the Curriculum Commission and have the expertise to fulfill this role on a panel. In addition Dale Webster, former Education Policy Consultant for the SBE, and Susan Martimo, Administrator for the Curriculum Frameworks Unit, will also serve as facilitators.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


It is anticipated that two more facilitators will be needed and the SBE President or Executive Director will be consulted on any additional facilitators recruited for this adoption.
In order to ensure that all of the facilitators use the same facilitation and consensus building techniques, we are having two sessions of facilitator training, March 13 and 17, conducted by Christine Anderson from the Sacramento County Office of Education.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The estimated cost for travel, hotel accommodations, and per diem expenses for the 2008 RLA/ELD Primary Adoption is approximately $778,140. The final costs may vary depending upon the number of reviewers who actually serve on the IMAP and CRP.
