	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the recommendation of the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) for the evaluation criteria, timeline, and reviewer application for the review of the California Native Americans Supplemental Instructional Materials submitted by the State Library.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


This is the first time that this issue has come before the SBE.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Senate Bill (SB) 41 (Alpert), Chapter 870, Statutes of 2002, authorized the California State Library (State Library) to develop supplemental instructional materials for use in public schools to educate students about the state’s Native Americans and their history. The bill required that the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) review the materials submitted by the State Library, hold a public hearing, and recommend the materials to the SBE for approval. 

In September 2007, the State Library submitted model supplemental instructional materials for grade eight to the Curriculum Commission. The Curriculum Commission took action at its January 2008 meeting to recommend a plan to the SBE for the review of this curriculum. The plan is incorporated in this item, and a proposed timeline for this review is included as Attachment 1. 
The Curriculum Commission will recruit and recommend to the SBE a panel to review the curriculum in a public process similar to instructional materials adoption deliberations. This panel will include a combination of subject-matter experts and teachers with experience in teaching grade eight. An application for this panel is included as Attachment 3 to this item. The Curriculum Commission will review submitted applications and forward recommended panelists to the SBE for appointment. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


Proposed evaluation criteria for this review are included as Attachment 2 to this item. The criteria document is based upon the following elements:

· Text within the original legislation, SB 41. 

· Comments and suggestions made by the Curriculum Commission’s 
History–Social Science Subject Matter Committee at its November 29, 2007 meeting.

· Past evaluation criteria used in instructional materials adoption, including the criteria for the 2005 History–Social Science Primary Adoption. 

The reviewers appointed by the SBE will review the submitted instructional materials and prepare a report that evaluates them based on how they meet or do not meet the established criteria. 

The Curriculum Commission is recommending this process because it offers transparency, relies on teachers and scholars, and parallels the existing process for the review of instructional materials.

This process should include multiple opportunities for public comment, including one or more of the following:

· Posting the Draft Curriculum on the CDE Web site, with an opportunity for public comment. The CDE would receive all comments and forward them to the Curriculum Commission and the SBE. 

· Having public comment times at meetings of review panels.

· Conducting focus groups for discussion of the draft curriculum, and the submission of comments to the Curriculum Commission and/or the SBE.

· Holding public hearing(s) at the Curriculum Commission and/or SBE levels to allow public comments to be made directly to these bodies. 

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The Legislature has appropriated $50,000 to cover the cost of this review. That money will be spent on reimbursement of travel costs for reviewers, substitute replacement for current teachers that serve on the review panel, a $300/day honorarium for scholars with a Ph.D. degree that contribute their expertise to the panel, and CDE working costs, including the cost of preparing the document for publication on the CDE Web site.

Draft Evaluation Criteria: SB 41 Supplemental Instructional Materials

The review committee shall review the submitted instructional materials according to the following criteria, and will submit a report to the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission) citing the alignment of the materials to each of the criteria statements listed below: 

From the Legislation:

1. The instructional materials shall be, “consistent with the state curriculum framework and content standards where the teaching of Native American history is identified.” (California Education Code [EC] 13040[b]). A list of the 
History–Social Science Content Standards that addresses Native Americans is included as an addendum to this evaluation criteria document. 
2. The materials shall meet the legal and social compliance standards in the State Board of Education (SBE)-adopted Standards for Evaluating Instructional Materials for Social Content, 2000 Edition. (EC 13040[b]).

The following criteria are encouraged in the legislation but are not necessarily a condition for final approval. The review committee should comment on how these criteria are addressed in its report to the Curriculum Commission: 

3. The materials are encouraged to, “Propose the use of a variety of media, including new technology and the arts, to creatively and strategically appeal to pupils while enhancing and enriching community-based educational efforts.” (EC 13040[c][6])

4. The materials are encouraged to “include scholarly inquiry related to the variety of experiences of California Native Americans.” (EC 13040[c][7])

5. The materials are encouraged to, “Add relevant materials to, or catalogue relevant materials in, libraries and other repositories for the creation, publication, and distribution of bibliographies, curriculum guides, oral histories, and other resource directories and supporting the continued development of scholarly work on this subject by making a broad range of archival, library, and research materials more accessible to the American public.” (EC 13040[c][8]). 

Other criteria

6. Instructional materials shall use proper grammar and spelling.
7. Instructional materials are historically accurate.
8. Where included, student writing assignments are aligned with the grade-level expectations in the English–Language Arts Content Standards (adopted by the SBE in 1997) under the strands “Writing” and “Written and Oral English Language Conventions.”

9. Instructional materials include sufficient use of primary sources appropriate to the age level and content standards. When only an excerpt of a source is included in the materials, the students and teachers are referred to the entire primary source. 
10. Instructional materials include strategies and tools for continually measuring student achievement, and answer keys for all assessment tools.
California History–Social Science Content Standards

Standards Correlation: Native Americans

Kindergarten 

K.6 Students understand that history relates to events, people, and places of other times. 

1. Identify the purposes of, and the people and events honored in, commemorative holidays, including the human struggles that were the basis for the events (e.g., Thanksgiving, Independence Day, Washington's and Lincoln's Birthdays, Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Memorial Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans Day). 
2. Know the triumphs in American legends and historical accounts through the stories of such people as Pocahontas, George Washington, Booker T. Washington, Daniel Boone, and Benjamin Franklin. 

Grade 1

1.5 Students describe the human characteristics of familiar places and the varied backgrounds of American citizens and residents in those places. 

1. Recognize the ways in which they are all part of the same community, sharing principles, goals, and traditions despite their varied ancestry; the forms of diversity in their school and community; and the benefits and challenges of a diverse population. 

2. Understand the ways in which American Indians and immigrants have helped define Californian and American culture. 

3. Compare the beliefs, customs, ceremonies, traditions, and social practices of the varied cultures, drawing from folklore. 

Grade 2

2.5 Students understand the importance of individual action and character and explain how heroes from long ago and the recent past have made a difference in others' lives (e.g., from biographies of Abraham Lincoln, Louis Pasteur, Sitting Bull, George Washington Carver, Marie Curie, Albert Einstein, Golda Meir, Jackie Robinson, Sally Ride). 

Grade 3

3.2 Students describe the American Indian nations in their local region long ago and in the recent past. 

1. Describe national identities, religious beliefs, customs, and various folklore traditions. 

2. Discuss the ways in which physical geography, including climate, influenced how the local Indian nations adapted to their natural environment (e.g., how they obtained food, clothing, tools). 

3. Describe the economy and systems of government, particularly those with tribal constitutions, and their relationship to federal and state governments. 

4. Discuss the interaction of new settlers with the already established Indians of the region. 

3.4 Students understand the role of rules and laws in our daily lives and the basic structure of the U.S. government. 

5. Describe the ways in which California, the other states, and sovereign American Indian tribes contribute to the making of our nation and participate in the federal system of government. 

Grade 4

4.2 Students describe the social, political, cultural, and economic life and interactions among people of California from the pre-Columbian societies to the Spanish mission and Mexican rancho periods. 

1. Discuss the major nations of California Indians, including their geographic distribution, economic activities, legends, and religious beliefs; and describe how they depended on, adapted to, and modified the physical environment by cultivation of land and use of sea resources. 

2. Identify the early land and sea routes to, and European settlements in, California with a focus on the exploration of the North Pacific (e.g., by Captain James Cook, Vitus Bering, Juan Cabrillo), noting especially the importance of mountains, deserts, ocean currents, and wind patterns. 

3. Describe the Spanish exploration and colonization of California, including the relationships among soldiers, missionaries, and Indians (e.g., Juan Crespi, Junipero Serra, Gaspar de Portola). 

4. Describe the mapping of, geographic basis of, and economic factors in the placement and function of the Spanish missions; and understand how the mission system expanded the influence of Spain and Catholicism throughout New Spain and Latin America. 

5. Describe the daily lives of the people, native and nonnative, who occupied the presidios, missions, ranchos, and pueblos. 
4.5 Students understand the structures, functions, and powers of the local, state, and federal governments as described in the U.S. Constitution. 

5. Describe the components of California's governance structure (e.g., cities and towns, Indian rancherias and reservations, counties, school districts). 

Grade Five

5.1 Students describe the major pre-Columbian settlements, including the cliff dwellers and pueblo people of the desert Southwest, the American Indians of the Pacific Northwest, the nomadic nations of the Great Plains, and the woodland peoples east of the Mississippi River. 

1. Describe how geography and climate influenced the way various nations lived and adjusted to the natural environment, including locations of villages, the distinct structures that they built, and how they obtained food, clothing, tools, and utensils. 

2. Describe their varied customs and folklore traditions. 

3. Explain their varied economies and systems of government. 

5.3 Students describe the cooperation and conflict that existed among the American Indians and between the Indian nations and the new settlers. 

1. Describe the competition among the English, French, Spanish, Dutch, and Indian nations for control of North America. 

2. Describe the cooperation that existed between the colonists and Indians during the 1600s and 1700s (e.g., in agriculture, the fur trade, military alliances, treaties, cultural interchanges). 

3. Examine the conflicts before the Revolutionary War (e.g., the Pequot and King Philip's Wars in New England, the Powhatan Wars in Virginia, the French and Indian War). 

4. Discuss the role of broken treaties and massacres and the factors that led to the Indians defeat, including the resistance of Indian nations to encroachments and assimilation (e.g., the story of the Trail of Tears). 

5. Describe the internecine Indian conflicts, including the competing claims for control of lands (e.g., actions of the Iroquois, Huron, Lakota [Sioux]). 

6. Explain the influence and achievements of significant leaders of the time (e.g., John Marshall, Andrew Jackson, Chief Tecumseh, Chief Logan, Chief John Ross, and Sequoyah). 
5.4 Students understand the political, religious, social, and economic institutions that evolved in the colonial era. 

1. Understand the influence of location and physical setting on the founding of the original 13 colonies, and identify on a map the locations of the colonies and of the American Indian nations already inhabiting these areas. 

5.6 Students understand the course and consequences of the American Revolution. 

1. Identify and map the major military battles, campaigns, and turning points of the Revolutionary War, the roles of the American and British leaders, and the Indian leaders' alliances on both sides. 

6. Demonstrate knowledge of the significance of land policies developed under the Continental Congress (e.g., sale of western lands, the Northwest Ordinance of 1787) and those policies' impact on American Indians' land. 

Grades Six and Seven: World History

Grade Eight 

8.2 Students analyze the political principles underlying the U.S. Constitution and compare the enumerated and implied powers of the federal government. 

3. Evaluate the major debates that occurred during the development of the Constitution and their ultimate resolutions in such areas as shared power among institutions, divided state-federal power, slavery, the rights of individuals and states (later addressed by the addition of the Bill of Rights), and the status of American Indian nations under the commerce clause. 

8.5 Students analyze U.S. foreign policy in the early Republic. 

3. Outline the major treaties with American Indian nations during the administrations of the first four presidents and the varying outcomes of those treaties. 
8.8 Students analyze the divergent paths of the American people in the West from 1800 to the mid-1800s and the challenges they faced. 

2. Describe the purpose, challenges, and economic incentives associated with westward expansion, including the concept of Manifest Destiny (e.g., the Lewis and Clark expedition, accounts of the removal of Indians, the Cherokees' "Trail of Tears," settlement of the Great Plains) and the territorial acquisitions that spanned numerous decades. 

8.12 Students analyze the transformation of the American economy and the changing social and political conditions in the United States in response to the Industrial Revolution. 

2. Identify the reasons for the development of federal Indian policy and the wars with American Indians and their relationship to agricultural development and industrialization. 

Grade Ten: World History

Grade Eleven

11.7 Students analyze America's participation in World War II. 

3. Identify the roles and sacrifices of individual American soldiers, as well as the unique contributions of the special fighting forces (e.g., the Tuskegee Airmen, the 442nd Regimental Combat team, the Navajo Code Talkers). 

11.10 Students analyze the development of federal civil rights and voting rights. 

5. Discuss the diffusion of the civil rights movement of African Americans from the churches of the rural South and the urban North, including the resistance to racial desegregation in Little Rock and Birmingham, and how the advances influenced the agendas, strategies, and effectiveness of the quests of American Indians, Asian Americans, and Hispanic Americans for civil rights and equal opportunities. 

Grade Twelve

12.7 Students analyze and compare the powers and procedures of the national, state, tribal, and local governments.

Senate Bill 41 (Alpert), signed into law in 2001, authorized the State Library to develop supplemental instructional materials for use in public schools to educate students about the state’s Native Americans and their history. The bill required that the Curriculum Development and Supplemental Materials Commission (Curriculum Commission), an advisory body to the California State Board of Education (SBE), review the materials submitted by the California State Library (State Library), hold a public hearing, and recommend the materials to the SBE for approval. 

In September 2007, the State Library submitted model supplemental instructional materials for grade eight to the Curriculum Commission. The review committee that will conduct the review will consist of approximately ten members appointed by the State Board. The committee will examine the instructional resources and submit a recommendation to the Curriculum Commission. This committee will be composed of a majority of classroom teachers and at least three scholars with Ph.D. degrees in history, Native American studies, or another related field. 

Committee members will attend a one-day orientation meeting in Sacramento in August 2008, and will return to Sacramento for a two-day meeting in October 2008 to develop their recommendation to the Curriculum Commission. Travel, lodging, and per diem expenses for those meetings will be reimbursed by the California Department of Education. Districts will be reimbursed for substitute costs for current teachers, while scholars with a Ph.D. degree that are attached to an academic institution will receive an honorarium of $300 per day of meetings for their contribution to the panel.
