That a retired teacher selected as a consulting teacher shall meet the requirement of EC Section 44501(b) “recent experience as a classroom teacher” by having served as a classroom teacher within the preceding 40 months. The waiver of section 44502(c)(2) (observation of teaching skills) applies only to retired teachers. If approved, EC Section 33051(c) will apply, and the district will not have to reapply annually if the information contained on the request remains the same.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Two previous waivers were submitted of this type and approved in 2000 with the same conditions.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Since this is a County Office of Education (COE) there is a limited number of qualified teaching staff available within the alternative educational setting (court, community and/or special education schools at the COE) to act as a qualified mentor to veteran teachers in need of support and assistance.

This waiver would allow qualified, retired teachers to act as mentors in this setting. The waiver will be conditional on the requirement of EC Section 44501(b) “recent experience as a classroom teacher” must be met by retired teachers by having served as a classroom teacher within the preceding 40 months.
The waiver of 44501(c) below, will only apply to retired teachers in the PAR program in the county, current teachers must have classroom observation.
44501(c) The panel's procedures for selecting consulting teachers, at a

minimum, shall require the following:

   (1) Consulting teachers shall be selected by the majority vote of

the panel.

   (2) The selection process shall include provisions for classroom

observation of the candidates for  consulting teacher by the panel.
With these required conditions, the department recommends approval of this waiver.
