	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education approved an identical request from the district in May 2006. Since time has lapsed since the conclusion of that waiver period, this is not considered a renewal.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The Round Valley Unified School District requests a waiver of portions of EC sections 48660 and 48916.1(d) that provide for the maximum authorized grade span to be served in a CDS.

The Round Valley Unified School District operates two CDSs, one for students in grade 6 and below, and a second for students in grades 7-12. The district requests authorization to decide, on a case-by-case basis, if a student who is enrolled in the 6th grade, but has been retained so that his or her original class would be in the 7th grade or above, would more appropriately be served in the CDS serving students in grades 7-12, instead of the district’s K-6 CDS. Such a placement would not be commonplace, but would only be made on an individual basis if the district determines, based on safety and developmental concerns, that this would be the more appropriate placement.
The District Board voted unanimously to support this request. The local bargaining units and the School Site Council, representing students, parents, teachers, and administrators, are also supporting this request.
The CDE recommends that the waiver be approved for one year, as requested.
