	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


During the March 2008 SBE meeting, the SBE requested CDE to provide the SBE with the February CAHSEE administration information and updates related to the estimated number of students meeting the CAHSEE requirement. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Recent Exam Administrations

Recent CAHSEE administrations of the 2007‑08 school year were held on February 5‑6, 2008, and March 11-12, 2008. The February administration was available to all students and was the first 2008 census administration for all grade ten students.

The most recent CAHSEE was administered on March 11-12, 2008, and the remaining 2007-08 CAHSEE administrations will take place on May 6-7, 2008.

CAHSEE Results through December 2007
During the March 2008 SBE meeting, the SBE requested CDE to provide the SBE with the February CAHSEE administration information and updates related to the estimated number of students meeting the CAHSEE requirement through December. Presented in Tables 1 and 2 are Human Resource Research Organization (HumRRO), analyses of the July through December 2007 administrations including the number of students passing both portions of the CAHSEE and the number of student not yet meeting the CAHSEE requirement. The percent passed is derived from “N Passed” divided by the sum of “N Passed” and “N Not Passed.”
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)








The results from the February administration were available to districts on March 26, 2008, and the February results will be presented as an item addendum. 
Table 1, on page three, displays the estimated passing rates for students in the classes of 2006, 2007, and 2008. The display includes results through the December 2007 CAHSEE administration. 

Table 2, on page four, displays a point-in-time comparison of the percent of students for each class meeting the CAHSEE requirement by December in their respective senior years. 

Table 1 Findings

· Students in the Classes of 2006 and 2007 continue to take and pass the CAHSEE and increase their passing rate. 

· Students in special education and English learners (ELs) exhibit a lower passing rate than all other groups.
· The inclusion of the subgroup of special education students for the Class of 2008 resulted in a 3.6 point decline in the rate for “All Students.”

Table 2 Findings

· Each subsequent class is increasing its passing rate for each subgroup.

· Increases in percentage points range from 1.41 (EL subgroup) to 2.93 (White subgroup).

· ELs and students receiving special education services continue to lag behind the other subgroups.
