	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the Revised General Mathematics Blueprint.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The current Blueprint for the General Mathematics Assessment was approved by the SBE in October 2002. The need to revise the Blueprint, to align with California Content Standards (CSTs) in Algebra, was discussed during the March 2008 SBE meeting.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The No Child Left Behind Act requires states to assess students in grades three through eight in mathematics. While grades two through seven have grade level specific content standards, the expectation in California is that students in grade eight and above will take end of course assessments. The current General Mathematics CST measures performance on standards from grades six and seven. The revised Blueprint is based on the CSTs for Algebra I and reflects what students in grade eight are expected to be studying in grade eight mathematics based on the Algebra I standards.
The Mathematics Assessment Review Panel (ARP) met on April 2, 2008, to review the Blueprint. The ARP was joined by 15 field practitioners who lent their expertise toward the alignment of the content of the Blueprint with current classroom practice.
