	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve California Modified Assessment (CMA) Blueprints for grades nine and ten English-language arts (ELA), Algebra I, and grade ten Science.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The results of the CMA pilot, including an executive summary, sample test questions, proposed test specifications, and the proposed CMA Blueprints were sent to the SBE as an information item in February 2007. Additionally, SBE adopted Blueprints for grades two through eight ELA, grades two through seven mathematics, and grades five and eight science at two separate SBE meetings in 2007 (March and July).
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


The federal regulations call for a modified test providing access for potential CMA students. One of the ways to modify is to reduce the depth and breadth of the test. The CMA Assessment Review Panel recommended a shorter test covering those standards assessed on the California Standards Tests (CSTs). The proposed Blueprints for each subject area are provided in Attachment 1.
