	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the California State Board of Education (SBE) take the following action:

· Approve the Finding of Emergency;

· Adopt the proposed emergency regulations;

· Direct CDE to circulate the required notice of proposed emergency action, and then submit the emergency regulations to the Office of Administrative Law for approval; 

· Approve the Initial Statement of Reasons;

· Approve the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking; and 

· Direct the CDE to commence the rulemaking process.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The Community-Based English Tutoring (CBET) program is authorized by California Education Code (EC) sections 315, 315.5, 316, 316.5, and 317 to provide instruction to adults who pledge to tutor English learners (EL) in kindergarten through grade twelve (K-12). Senate Bill 368 (Chapter 632, Statutes of 2006) extended the CBET program while adding a number of new provisions. The CBET program is currently in its eleventh year of operation.
SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS (Cont.)
At the March 2008 SBE meeting, the SBE took the following actions:
· Approved amendments to the California Code of Regulations (CCR), Title 5, Section 11315 and the addition of Section 11315.5.

· Requested, for the May 2008 SBE meeting, that data collection language, as provided in SB 368, is clarified in the form of amended CBET regulations to establish provisions by which the CDE may request specified information from participating local educational agencies (LEAs) of adult and K-12 CBET participant groups for the purpose of statewide evaluation.
· Requested, for the May 2008 SBE meeting, that language is proposed to clarify regulatory requirements related to automated records checks.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Proposition 227, approved by voters in June 1998, requires the State to encourage family members and other adults to provide personal English language tutoring to children coming from backgrounds of limited English proficiency. CCR, Title 5, authorizes funding appropriation for CBET Programs under sections 11315 and 11315.5.

SB 368 extended the CBET program and requires certain accountability measures be implemented. Beginning in 2007, CBET funding must be approved by the legislature as part of the Annual Budget Act. Regulations approved by the SBE at the March 2008 meeting provide guidance to LEAs for implementing SB 368.

All eligible LEAs must develop a CBET plan, approved by the school district’s governing board certifying that the agency will accomplish certain objectives relating to providing personal English language tutoring to children from backgrounds of limited English proficiency.
The governing board of the school district shall collect academic achievement data for the purpose of evaluating the approved CBET plan. District administrators and relevant staff shall review the achievement levels of adults and students participating in the program as they make progress toward English language proficiency. The CDE is asking for approval of these amendments to further clarify the intent of the SBE to analyze attendance and assessment information for the purpose of CBET program evaluation.
Amended language is required to address the unintended consequence of requiring all adult CBET enrollees to submit to an automated records check. Adult CBET enrollees who are parents or legal guardians, tutoring only their own child(ren) are not the focus 
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
of these regulations. Also excluded from these regulations are other adult community members who tutor students in settings other than public schools.
New language defers to local district fingerprinting policies and to EC Section 35021.1 for guidance regarding automated records checks for adult CBET students.

FINDING OF EMERGENCY

Community-Based English Tutoring (CBET)
The State Board of Education (SBE) finds that an emergency exists and that the emergency regulations adopted are necessary to avoid serious harm to the public peace, health, safety, or general welfare, especially for students identified as English learners and to the parents and other community members participating in CBET sponsored classes designed to promote academic achievement among California’s 1,600,000 K-12 English learners.

SPECIFIC FACTS DEMONSTRATING THE EXISTENCE OF AN EMERGENCY AND THE NEED FOR IMMEDIATE ACTION

Proposition 227 is an initiative statute approved by the voters at the June 2, 1998, statewide primary election. The statute requires in relevant part that, for a period of ten years, the state encourage family members and others to provide personal English language tutoring to children coming from backgrounds of limited English proficiency. This requirement is fulfilled under California Code of Regulations, title 5, sections 11315 and 11315.5. These sections commit funding for CBET programs.

Senate Bill (SB) 368 was enacted in 2006 to extend funding for CBET programs beyond the ten year life span established by Proposition 227. Additionally SB 368 requires CBET funded school districts to collect certain data for use in revising and updating the required CBET plan. These proposed regulations provide for the collection of specified attendance and assessment data from participating districts. The collected data will be analyzed to help determine the effectiveness of the CBET program.

Prior language from regulations approved at the March 2008 SBE meeting refers to Education Code section 35021.1. This Education Code section provides for districts to conduct an automated records check of prospective non-teaching volunteer aides for purposes of insuring the safety of students on public school campuses. The language has been amended to clarify that in order to be eligible for CBET funds the local educational agency (LEA) shall abide by local district policies and Education Code section 35021.1 when requiring selected adult participants to submit to an automated records check.

Emergency regulations are necessary at this time to introduce language alleviating the unintended consequence of creating an extreme financial burden to district programs by requiring all adult CBET enrollees to submit to an automated records check. CBET program administrators have indicated that the cost of automated records checks for all adult enrollees would decimate their program. Program directors have estimated that up to one third of their annual CBET entitlement would need to be redirected toward the cost of these background checks. Other district administrators have indicated that they would be forced to discontinue their CBET program because too little money would remain to provide direct services to students.

Parents of EL students have expressed to local administrators the concern that certain populations of potential adult CBET enrollees would be severely intimidated, and therefore choose to not participate in CBET programs if they are required to submit to an automated records check. The immigration status is of great concern to some participating parents who might otherwise choose to enroll in classes designed to assist their children. The resultant impact would mean many children who are now benefitting from adult tutoring would no longer receive such services from parents, legal guardians, or community members trained, through CBET classes, to do so. 
For clarification, the term “tutors” shall be used in the remainder of the document to distinguish these persons from “enrollees.” “Tutors” refers to adult CBET enrollees who are fulfilling the tutoring requirements of the program. 

Adult CBET tutors providing tutoring to only their own children are not intended to be the focus of a background check. Persons providing tutoring to K-12 students in settings other than public school campuses are outside the reach of the CDE and the SBE for the purposes of this program and therefore, are exempted from this requirement under these proposed regulations. New language will defer to local district policies and to Education Code section 35021.1 for guidance regarding automated records checks for adult CBET tutors.

These emergency regulations are further necessary to alleviate the potential to create a burdensome and unnecessary additional workload to district personnel and the California Department of Education (CDE) imposed by the submission and processing of several hundred district waivers seeking relief from the mandatory automated records check of all adult CBET enrollees. Where districts submit a waiver application to the SBE there has been a lengthy process of determination of need and a process of local board approval. These regulations seek to provide relief from the necessity of the waiver application process.

The language originally included in the regulations approved by the SBE in March, 2008 was added to the regulations in an effort to ensure the safety of children from potentially dangerous persons. These proposed regulations still insure the safety of all California’s K-12 students receiving tutoring from adult CBET tutors without the unnecessary burdens associated with conducting background checks on the parent or legal guardian of a tutor having contact with only his/her own child.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST
Proposition 227, an initiative statute approved by the voters at the June 2, 1998, statewide primary election, requires the state to encourage family members and others to provide personal English language tutoring to children coming from backgrounds of limited English proficiency. This requirement is fulfilled under the California Code of Regulations, title 5, sections 11315 and 11315.5 to commit funding for CBET Programs.
A language change is proposed as an amendment to section 11315.5(a) for the purpose of clarifying procedures related to adult automated records checks. The safety and security of our K-12 students in and around our school settings continues to be our primary objective. This amendment recognizes that local district policy and Education Code section 35021.1 will be sufficient to assure student safety.

Section 11315.5(d) addresses the need for collaboration between CBET program administrators to share data pertaining to students receiving instruction or tutoring. It is necessary for CBET programs to identify K-12 students that have been recipients of tutoring from trained adult CBET enrollees. This section assures that the information necessary to comply with the data reporting requirements of participating LEAs may be shared when requested by program administrators or CBET directors.

Two additional subdivisions, 11315.6(a) and 11315.6(b), are proposed as amendments to inform districts receiving CBET funding that certain data may be requested by the California Department of Education. Information may be requested regarding improved attendance rates and academic achievement growth as measured by the California English Language Development Test and California Standards Test assessments of tutored K-12 students. Adult CBET enrollees shall be assessed for English reading progress by means of locally administered pre and post tests appropriate for adult learners. This data is deemed to be necessary to evaluate the overall effectiveness of CBET programs.

TECHNICAL, THEORETICAL, AND/OR EMPIRICAL STUDY, REPORTS, OR DOCUMENTS
The SBE did not rely upon any technical, theoretical, or empirical studies, reports or documents in proposing the adoption of these regulations.
MANDATE ON LOCAL AGENCIES OR SCHOOL DISTRICTS
The proposed regulations do not impose a mandate on local agencies or school districts. 
COST ESTIMATE
The emergency regulations would not place any additional costs or savings on local agencies or school districts.

§ 11315.5.  Local Educational Agencies Assurances of Compliance.


A LEA applying for CBET funding shall provide certification to the State Board of Education that:


(a) It has conducted an automated records check, of adult CBET tutors, in accordance with the policies established by their local governing board and, as specified in Education Code section 35021.1, of all adult CBET enrollees. 

(1) A CBET tutor who tutors only the child of whom he or she is the parent or legal guardian may be excluded from this provision.


(2) A CBET tutor who provides tutoring outside of the public K-12 setting may be excluded from this provision.

(b) It has read and is familiar with California Code of Regulations, title 5, sections 11315 and 11315.5;


(c) It will develop a CBET plan pursuant to the additions of Education Code sections 315.5, 316.5 and 317. The plan shall be approved by the governing board of the school district and shall be reviewed and revised as necessary, or at a minimum of once every three years;


(d) Attendance rates and aAchievement results from the California Standards Test (CST) and the California English Language Development Test (CELDT) of K-12 students, tutored by adult CBET enrollees tutors, are to be made available to CBET administrators and directors of CBET programs to fulfill the data collection requirements established by Education Code section 317. In no event shall assessment results be communicated, in any way, to anyone persons not already legally authorized to have that information;

(e) It shall maintain data-base records that include assessments of measurable English reading growth of adult English language learners participating in the CBET program; and,


(f) It shall maintain data pertaining to: 


(1) improvement in attendance of pupils participating in the tutoring program; 


(2) achievement progress of K-12 pupils, who were tutored by adult CBET adults tutors, as measured by the CELDT administered under section 60810; and,

(3) achievement progress of K-12 pupils, who were tutored by adult CBET adults tutors, as measured by the CST administered under section 60640.

§ 11315.6.  Collection of Program Data.


A LEA receiving funding for CBET programs shall collect data, including, but not limited to, those specified in section 11315.5(d):


(a) It shall report the collected data to the CDE upon request.


(b) The CDE shall evaluate the effectiveness of the CBET program in a manner deemed appropriate by CDE which may include, but not be limited to, a representative sampling of districts.

Community-Based English Tutoring (CBET) Program

SECTION 11315.5. Local Education Agencies Assurances of Compliance

INTRODUCTION

The Community-Based English Tutoring (CBET) program helps local educational agencies provide programs of English language instruction to parents or other adult members of the community who pledge to tutor English learners in Kindergarten through grade twelve. 
This proposed Title 5 regulation amends the existing regulations under the CBET Program. Revisions and amendments establish that CBET funded districts may be requested to submit, to the department, data base records of student and adult assessments and attendance for the purpose of evaluating overall program effectiveness.

For clarification, the term “enrollee” will be used, herein, to define an adult student enrolled in a CBET class. This language is consistent with previous language, for example, all adult enrollees must be administered a pre test and a post test. The term “tutor” shall be distinguished from enrollee to refer to an adult CBET enrollee who is fulfilling the tutoring requirements of the program. The policies of the LEA and Education Code 35021.1 should be adhered to where tutors may be designated for an automated records checks.

The proposed amendments to these regulations will specify that it is the intention of the State Board of Education (SBE) to collect and analyze aggregated student and adult data base information from districts that receive funding for CBET programs. The information to be submitted, upon request, is specified in sections 11315.5(e) and 11315.5(f). Adult program enrollees are to be administered a pre test and a post test to measure English reading growth. Local district analysis of attendance records shall be used to report the resultant impact of CBET program participation upon the attendance rate of K-12 students receiving tutoring from an adult CBET tutor. Academic achievement progress shall be collected for K-12 students receiving tutoring from an adult CBET tutor as measured by the California English Language Development Test and California Standards Test assessment programs. Data records submitted to the department will be compiled in aggregate format and will not include student or adult identifiers.

Amendments are included, herein, to correct unintended consequences resulting from previous language stating that all adult CBET enrollees are required to submit to an automated records check. Adult CBET tutors who choose to provide tutoring to K-12 students in settings other than public school campuses are not intended to be the focus of an automated records check. Adult CBET tutors who enter public school campuses to tutor only the child(ren) of whom they are the parent or legal guardian are not the focus of an automated records check and may provide such tutoring in accordance with local policies and Education Code section 35021.1. New language defers to local district policies and to Education Code section 35021.1 for guidance regarding automated records checks for adult CBET tutors. This amendment will continue to assure the safety of students on school campuses.
SPECIFIC PURPOSE OF EACH SECTION – GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 11346.2(b)(1)

The specific purpose of each amendment, and the rationale for the determination that each amendment is reasonably necessary to carry out the purpose for which it is proposed, together with a description of the public problem, administrative requirement, or other condition or circumstance that each amendment is intended to address, is as follows:

Proposed section 11315.5(a) - was amended to correct the unintended consequence resulting from a statement in previous regulations that required all adult CBET enrollees to submit to an automated records check. The language was changed to reflect that only those adult CBET enrollees who were participating in the tutoring phase of the program would be subjected to an automated records check. Language was also added to clarify that a LEA’s local policies for automated records checks and fingerprinting were to govern this process.
Proposed section 11315.5(a)(1) – was added to explicitly exclude adult CBET tutors who enter public school campuses to tutor only the child(ren) of whom they are the parent or legal guardian. The LEA’s local policies for automated records checks and fingerprinting as well as Education Code 35021.1 are to govern this process.

Proposed section 11315.5(a)(2) – was added to explicitly exclude adult CBET tutors who choose to provide tutoring to K-12 students in settings other than public school campuses. 
Proposed section 11315.5 (d) - assures that assessment information related to student data will be made available to administrators and directors of CBET programs to fulfill the data collection requirements of Education Code section 317. This provision assures the collaboration of adult and K-12 programs when collecting required CBET information.
Proposed section 11315.5(f) – clarifies that data shall be collected and maintained as it relates to students who received tutoring from adult CBET tutors as opposed to CBET students who are 18 years or older.
Proposed section 11315.6(a) - adds clarification that it is the intent of the CDE to request information as specified by sections 11315.5(e) and 11315.5(f). This section is necessary to inform CBET program administrators that certain information will be collected from selected representative districts.

Proposed section 11315.6(b) - provides for collection of data from representative districts and the use of such data to evaluate CBET program effectiveness. This section is necessary to inform CBET program administrators that collected data as specified by Education Code section 317 will be used to help determine statewide program effectiveness.
OTHER REQUIRED SHOWINGS – GOV. CODE SECTION 11346.2(b)(2)-(4)

Studies, Reports or Documents Relied Upon – Gov. Code. Section 11346.2(b)(2):

The SBE did not rely upon any technical, theoretical, or empirical studies, reports or documents in proposing the adoption of these regulations.

Reasonable Alternatives Considered Or Agency’s Reasons For Rejecting Those Alternatives – Gov. Code Section 11346.2(b)(3)(A):

These proposed regulations require the governing board, of districts seeking appropriation of CBET funds, to develop and approve a plan with built in monitoring and improvement provisions. The plan is expected to include strategies for collecting attendance and assessment information attesting to the effectiveness of the program. Governing boards are required to review the data and to revise the CBET plan when necessary, or at the least once every three years.
No other alternatives were presented to or considered by the SBE.

Reasonable Alternatives That Would Lessen The Impact On Small Businesses – Gov. Code Section 11346.2(b)(3)(B):

The SBE has not identified any alternatives that would lessen any adverse impact on small business.

Evidence Relied Upon To Support the Initial Determination That the Regulation Will Not Have A Significant Adverse Economic Impact on Business – Gov. Code Section 11346.2(b)(4): 
The proposed regulations would not have a significant adverse economic impact on any business because they relate only to school districts.
