	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program (MRPDP) Interim Report for the Legislature.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The MRPDP was established by Senate Bill 472 (Chapter 524, Statutes of 2005) and is the reauthorization of Assembly Bill 466. The SBE approved final and interim reports to the Legislature under AB 466. The program provides reimbursements to local educational agencies (LEAs) for specific training of teachers, instructional aides, and paraprofessionals in mathematics and reading by approved providers. In accordance with SB 472, the SBE approved program criteria and requirements for applications in November 2006. A summary of the breakdown of the different types of educational entities that have been SBE-approved as well as the number of teachers who have received training is included.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


SB 472 requires that the CDE develop an interim report on the MRPDP for submission to the Legislature. The interim report is subject to review and approval by the SBE. 

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


The interim report has no fiscal impact other than the direct costs associated with its development and presentation to the Legislature.

The Professional Development and Curriculum Support Division, California Department of Education (CDE), respectfully submits this Interim Report on the status of the Mathematics and Reading Professional Development Program (MRPDP) enacted by Senate Bill 472 (Chapter 524, Statutes of 2006), a reauthorization of Assembly Bill 466 (Chapter 6737, Statutes of 2001). The MRPDP endeavors to increase academic performance in California schools by enabling teachers to participate in high-quality professional development activities in reading and mathematics. SB 472 provides professional development opportunities for teachers who directly deliver instruction to students in kindergarten through grade twelve, inclusive. The program focuses on increasing the effective use of standards-based instructional materials and the grade-level appropriate teaching and intervention strategies embedded within those materials. The MRPDP builds on and reinforces prior academic reform efforts. The State Board of Education (SBE) is to review and approve this 2008 Interim Report which includes the following information:

I.   MRPDP SB 472 Executive Summary Report

The operation of the MRPDP was reauthorized January 1, 2007, by SB 472, Chapter 524, Statutes of 2006. Since that time, 401 local educational agencies (LEAs) have submitted an application for the program, indicating their intent to participate. From January 1, 2007, through April 2, 2008, 9,507 teachers (duplicated count*) have taken advantage of SB 472 professional development opportunities, approximately 61 percent in reading and 39 percent in mathematics. Based upon historical data, CDE expects to spend most or all of the $31,728,000 appropriation in both fiscal years (FYs) 2006‑07 and 2007‑08 for the regular portion of the program. At this time no data exists for the English Learner Professional Development (ELPD) because the training programs are still being approved. The CDE anticipates spending the majority of the $18,750,000 appropriation for FY 2007‑08. This expectation is based upon expressed high interest for the districts and the large number of teachers in the state with English Learner (EL) pupils in their classrooms and the large number of teachers who have already completed the 40-hour initial training under either AB 466 or SB 472, which is a prerequisite for ELPD participation. The following table summarizes the information regarding number of approved SBE providers (see Appendix A for names and contact information of providers).

The MRPDP is very much appreciated by the teachers in the field who teach to the state standards and use curricular materials adopted by the SBE. Teachers who have taken SB 472 training overwhelmingly report that it improves their subject matter knowledge, student engagement, and their teaching. The principals overwhelmingly reported that SB 472 training increased teacher effectiveness. The field is greatly anticipating SB 472 training this summer in the new mathematics adoption and the new ELPD training. The SB 472 Mathematics training providers have turned in new curricula to match the new SBE-approved adopted materials. The ELPD and mathematics training will improve and add to the current SB 472 program.   
II.    Program Overview 
Introduction
The MRPDP consists of 40 hours of intensive, institute-style training and 80 hours of follow‑up practicum. The 40 hours of professional development must be delivered by SBE‑approved training providers. It must incorporate training on instructional materials newly adopted by the SBE which comply with the provisions of SB 472. The 80 hours of professional development may be delivered by the LEA itself or by an independent provider selected by the LEA. Educators may receive training on standards-based instructional materials for their grade level, course type, and/or school level. 
The goal of the MRPDP is to provide professional development to teachers so that they can provide quality instruction to their students in mathematics and reading/language arts. The professional development offered by the MRPDP is specifically aligned to SBE or standards aligned materials. The MRPDP is an incentive reimbursement program in the area of mathematics and reading. The initial 40 hour training is provided in reading and mathematics by SBE-approved providers. An 80 hour follow-up training is provided by the LEA.
Professional Development Providers
SB 472 requires that all providers of the initial 40 hours satisfy SBE-established criteria. Applications for kindergarten through grade eight trainings must specify the use of SBE-adopted instructional materials. Applications for grades nine through twelve trainings must specify the use of LEA board-adopted instructional materials that are standards aligned. Applicants whose proposed training programs meet the criteria established by the SBE are forwarded to the SBE for approval. This approval is specific to the trainers and to the adopted curriculum. The SBE currently adds providers at most SBE meetings.

The providers for SB 472 are approved by reviewers who have been appointed and ratified by the SBE. Providers recently submitted all new materials for the new mathematics adoption and the reviewers are in the middle of the process of making recommendations to the SBE. Providers for the ELPD are in the process of becoming approved for SB 472. Next year with the reading/language arts adoption, all providers will be required to submit new training curricula to meet the requirements of the SBE adoption.
Eligible Teachers

The SB 472 program is intended to serve teachers employed in a public school who directly provide instruction to students in kindergarten through grade twelve in reading and/or mathematics. Teachers can hold a multiple subject, single subject (English, social science, mathematics, or science), intern, emergency, or special education teaching credential, certificate, or authorization issued by the California Commission on Teacher Credentialing. Teachers who hold a single subject credential in English or social science are eligible to receive instruction in reading. Teachers who hold a single subject credential in mathematics or science are eligible to receive instruction in mathematics. 

English Learner Professional Development

A significant change between AB 466 and SB 472 is the inclusion of the ELPD training which is available to all participants who have completed the initial 40 hour training in mathematics or reading. The ELPD provides specific training for those who work with ELs. The ELPD is a 40 hour training option that participants may choose to take which counts towards the 80 hour follow-up. ELPD will be available to the field this summer 2008.
Program Funding   
The appropriation for SB 472 was $56,728,000 for FY 2006‑07, $25,000,000 for ELPD and $31,728,000 for the remainder of the MRPDP. For FY 2007‑08, the appropriation is $50,478,000, $18,750,000 for ELPD and $31,728,000 for the remainder of the program. Since the appropriations for both FY 2004‑05 and 2005‑06 were fully spent, the CDE expects that most or all of the $31,728,000 appropriated for FY 2006‑07 and 2007‑08 will be issued to LEAs. Since the ELPD has only recently become available, no historical data exists to project expenditures for this program component. Given the large numbers of teachers with EL pupils and those who have already completed the required 40‑hour initial training, the CDE expects to spend the majority of the 2007‑08 appropriation for ELPD. 

SB 472 is a reimbursement program, in which approved LEAs are reimbursed $1,250 for each teacher who successfully completes 40 hours of initial program training, 40 hours of ELPD, or 80 hours of follow-up instruction. A teacher may count the 40 hours of ELPD training towards the completion of the 80 hours. A maximum reimbursement of $3,750 may be paid to an LEA for a teacher who completes all three training components. Of the maximum $3,750 reimbursement per teacher, no more than $1,500 may be used for stipends for an individual teacher, $500 after the completion of each program component. Reading First teachers are not eligible for SB 472 reimbursement. 

For the regular program, LEAs may receive SB 472 funding during a given fiscal year up to their funding cap. This cap is the maximum number of teachers for which the LEA 
is eligible for program reimbursement during the fiscal year. The cap is calculated annually based upon the current appropriation and the eligible number of teachers in the state. Historically, the funding cap has been in the three percent range. LEAs may also receive funding for teachers trained over the cap. The Legislature expressed its intent in SB 472 that funding appropriated in a fiscal year that is not expended by LEAs be redirected to LEAs that have trained teachers over the cap. The funding methodology for the ELPD differs from the rest of the program. This program component does not have a funding cap. While all LEAs are eligible to participate, the law requires that the CDE award priority in funding to any LEA that have twenty percent or more EL pupils, a school in program improvement, and have not met EL subgroup targets.
III. Legislative Reporting Requirements 1 through 6
California Education Code (EC) Section 99240. (a) By June 30, 2008, the department shall submit, subject to review and approval by the state board, a report to the Legislature regarding the program established pursuant to this article. The report shall, at a minimum, detail all of the following:
1) The number of teachers, by credential type, who have received training offered pursuant to this article.
2) The number of instructional aides and paraprofessionals who directly assist with classroom instruction in mathematics or reading who have received training offered pursuant to this article.

3) The entities that have received funds for the purpose of offering training pursuant to this article, and the number of teachers, instructional aides, and paraprofessionals who directly assist with classroom instruction in mathematics or reading, respectively, that each has trained

4) Information detailing the effectiveness of the program established pursuant to this article. This information shall, at a minimum, incorporate survey data concerning program effectiveness and preprogram and post program pupil achievement that has been gathered from program participants and school principals.
5) To the extent that information is available, information detailing, by credential type, the retention rate of teachers who participated in training offered pursuant to this article. The information shall, at a minimum, incorporate sample data concerning teachers who are no longer in the profession.
6) To the extent that information is available, information detailing the retention rate of instructional aides and paraprofessionals who directly assist with classroom instruction in mathematics, reading, science, or social science who participated in training offered pursuant to this article. The information shall, at a minimum, incorporate sample data concerning aides who are no longer in the profession, as well as aides who have obtained a teaching credential subsequent to the training.

As of January 1, 2007, the SB 472 program has provided reimbursement to LEAs for 9,507 teachers who have attended 40 or 80 hours of SB 472 training. Please note that some portion of the 9,507 is a duplicated count. Most of the teachers taking 80 hours of training were also counted in the 40 hours. Further, since the law permits multiple subject teachers in a self-contained classroom (kindergarten through grade eight) and special education teachers to take training in both mathematics and reading, some teachers may have been counted more than once.
The count of 9,507 does not include teachers who have attended SB 472 training but whose participation was paid for by a different funding source. LEAs also have used funding from Reading First; No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001 (Title II, Part A) and the California Mathematics and Science Partnership Program, (Title II, Part B).

Legislative Requirement #2

EC Section 99240 (a) (2) The number of instructional aides and paraprofessionals who directly assist with classroom instruction in mathematics or reading who have received training offered pursuant to this article.
While the participation of instructional aides and paraprofessionals is authorized by the EC, the annual Budget Act has not provided an appropriation for them; consequently, training for aides and paraprofessionals has not been reported or reimbursed.

The table above displays the number of teachers who completed at least 40 hours of training in a reading or mathematics professional development program or both and the providers who delivered the training. Please note that an individual teacher may be eligible for more than one SB 472 training program (depending upon the teacher’s assignment), and therefore some teachers could be represented more than once. Each approved provider is listed only once in the table irrespective of the different configurations for which it was approved. For example, a county office will be listed only once but might have gained SBE-approval to train as both an independent provider and a consortium member.

Of the total 9,496 teachers shown in the table above, 5,787 completed training in reading and 3,709 completed training in mathematics. As of this writing, no teachers have completed the ELPD. Of the first 27 providers listed (all but the last two providers), 10 delivered the intensive 40 hours of SB 472 training in mathematics, 19 delivered the 40 hours of training in reading, and 2 delivered the 40 hours of training in both mathematics and reading. The listed providers also may deliver the 80 hours of follow-up instruction. The row identified as Other 80-hour Providers identifies providers that conduct the 80 hours of follow-up that are not the teachers’ own district and that are not SBE‑approved to conduct the 40 hours of initial training.
Legislative Requirement #4

EC Section 99240 (a) (4) Information detailing the effectiveness of the program established pursuant to this article. This information shall, at a minimum, incorporate survey data concerning program effectiveness and preprogram and post program pupil achievement that has been gathered from program participants and school principals.

At this time, 280 out of 3,709 teachers have filled out surveys for the 40 hours of mathematics training; 1,316 out of 5,787 teachers have filled out surveys for the 40 hours of reading training; and 172 principals have filled out surveys sharing site information. Ninety-six percent of teachers felt the training was effective with 40 percent of teachers responding that the training was “very much” effective. Eighty-six percent of math teachers felt the SB 472 training enhanced their mathematics subject matter knowledge, and 92 percent of reading teachers felt the SB 472 training enhanced their reading subject matter knowledge. Ninety-five percent of both mathematics and reading teachers responded that the SB 472 training improved their teaching. The teachers also noted that the MRPDP improved the learning dynamics for their students. Eighty-six percent of mathematics teachers and 90 percent of reading teachers responded that 
SB 472 training increased student engagement. Ninety-eight percent of principals believed that SB 472 increased teacher effectiveness, and 98 percent of principals received positive feedback from teachers at their schools with 33 percent receiving feedback that was very much positive. 
The following quote demonstrates a typical response from the mathematics teacher survey regarding what aspect of the training was most helpful:
“I believe that my instructor/presenter really helped me understand how to use the curriculum and resources a lot better.”
The mathematics teachers offered suggestions like the following examples for the mathematics training:
“Spend more time creating lessons where we apply the strategies given in the framework.”
“I felt the training was very good. I don't really have any suggestions to improve the actual training, however, I do feel that all teachers need opportunity for ongoing training and time to prepare and utilize techniques and materials.”
The following quotes demonstrate typical responses from the reading teacher survey regarding what aspect of the training was most helpful:
“Knowing the research behind why the program was written the way it was helped me to understand the importance of teaching something in a specific way.”
“I liked the focus on the Big Ideas of reading and their relationship to instructional strategies and content. For example, learning more about phonemic awareness and how critical it is to success as a reader, or how to use the sound spelling cards to strategically teach the spelling patterns of English and to decode unknown words. The videos are generally helpful and prompt lots of good discussion with the table groups. The trainers are always professional and knowledgeable.”
The reading teachers offered suggestions like the following examples for the reading training:
“More time spent on how to address universal access in the classroom. What kinds of tasks are appropriate for students to do independently that meet standards and needs, and how much time should be spent with a small group so that instruction is effective?”
“My only suggestion is that the training occur in a more timely manner. I could have used this type of training much earlier when the materials were first adopted.”
Here is a response from one of our principals in the field:
“Less than half the staff attended SB 472 training. Those that attended thought the training was valuable. I see a difference in teaching and learning between those classes where the teachers attended the training and those that did not.”
Legislative Requirement #5

EC Section 99240 (a) (5) To the extent that information is available, information detailing, by credential type, the retention rate of teachers who participated in training offered pursuant to this article. The information shall, at a minimum, incorporate sample data concerning teachers who are no longer in the profession.
Over 190 district representatives have filled out surveys for their district. The district directors for the MRPDP mentioned that it was very difficult to track teachers who no longer were working in the profession since they left the districts and pursued employment elsewhere. The initial data provided by district directors showed that the MRPDP did help with teacher retention. Very few teachers who had received training in SB 472 left their districts. The largest majority of teachers taking SB 472 training were teachers with multiple subject credentials. At least 85 percent of the teachers have a multiple subject credential. Almost 5 percent of the teachers taking SB 472 are credentialed in special education. About 1 percent of the teachers taking SB 472 were teachers with an emergency credential. Less than 10 percent of the teachers had a single subject credential. Retention data is not readily available at this time because currently there is no system to track teacher retention in California. However, retention data will be included in the final report once the California Longitudinal Pupil Achievement Data System (CALPADS) and the California Longitudinal Teacher Integrated Data Education System (CALTIDES) is in place and able to track longitudinal data. CALPADS-CALTIDES is a comprehensive system that enables the retention of longitudinal educator data to meet federal NCLB and other state reporting requirements such as this report.  

Legislative Requirement #6

EC Section 99240 (a) (6) To the extent that information is available, information detailing the retention rate of instructional aides and paraprofessionals who directly assist with classroom instruction in mathematics, reading, science, or social science who participated in training offered pursuant to this article. The information shall, at a minimum, incorporate sample data concerning aides who are no longer in the profession, as well as aides who have obtained a teaching credential subsequent to the training.
While the participation of instructional aides and paraprofessionals is authorized by the EC, the annual Budget Act has not provided an appropriation for them; consequently, training for aides and paraprofessionals has not been reported or reimbursed.

IV. Local Educational Agency Participation

Over 150 LEAs have participated in SB 472 training in mathematics and reading since January, 2007. LEAs are required to keep records of the teachers who attend the training. LEAs are also asked to give priority to new teachers and teachers who work at schools under state sanctions. LEAs are to support the 80 hours follow-up training. LEAs with over 20 percent ELs will receive priority funding for the ELPD.
LEAs must give highest priority to training teachers who are new to the teaching profession, who are assigned to high-priority schools, who are assigned to schools that are under state sanctions as specified under California Education Code (EC) sections 52055.5 or 52055.65, or who have recently changed teaching assignments. 

LEAs need to notify participating teachers that they must complete the 80 hours of follow-up within 2 years of completing the 40 hours or by January 1, 2009, if the 40 hours was completed prior to January 1, 2007.

LEAs are authorized to send teachers to the 40-hour component of MRPDP for EL. Priority in funding shall be given to LEAs in which ELs are 20 percent or more of total enrollment, one or more schools have been identified as program improvement under NCLB, or one or more schools have not met their EL subgroup targets pursuant to EC Section 52052. A teacher must complete the initial 40 hours of intensive professional development before he or she is eligible for the new 40-hour training for teachers of EL. A teacher may choose to count the new 40-hour EL training towards completion of the 80-hours follow-up. Training providers must be SBE-approved to conduct the new 40-hour training.
LEA survey data was gathered to determine the impact of the program. Surveys were provided for participating LEAs, teachers, and principals to fill out. The four surveys provided to the field are the Teacher-Mathematics, Teacher-Reading, Principal-Site, LEA-District. An example of each survey is provided in Appendix B.
