	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) approve funding for the 11 California Technology Assistance Project (CTAP) regional lead agencies for the period of July 1, 2008, to June 30, 2009.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its March 2008 meeting, the SBE approved the 11 California Technology Assistance Project (CTAP) regional lead agencies (RLA) for the period of July 1, 2008, to June 30, 2011, and approved the statewide evaluation report for 2006-07.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


According to Education Code Section 51871 (a), CTAP shall be administered by the CDE to provide a regionalized network of technical assistance to schools and school districts on the implementation of education technology as set forth in policies of the SBE. 

Over the past eight years, the 11 CTAP RLAs have continued to evolve into effective service and support providers for their client county offices and districts. They have provided extensive local support for the Enhancing Education Through Technology (EETT) Formula and Competitive grants, E-rate, technology planning, K12 Education Technology Voucher Program and others.
Each of the 11 CTAP RLAs approved for funding at the March 2008 SBE meeting have provided an implementation plan for services to school districts in its region. The plans have been reviewed according to the criteria provided by CDE to the agencies and all plans have been approved.
Each region's estimated CTAP program funding level has been determined using a formula that was used for the prior grant awards.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


The funding formula is as follows: 1) each region will receive a $50,000 base; 2) ten percent of the remaining funding will be distributed to the 11 regions based upon the number of school districts and county offices in each region; and 3) the remaining funding will be distributed based upon the enrollment within each region based on the prior year's CBEDS enrollment. If any adjustment is provided in the fiscal year state budget, that adjustment will be distributed pro rata across the regions.
Each region's estimated EETT local assistance support funding level has been determined using a formula that was used for the prior grant awards. The funding formula is as follows: 1) each region will receive a $40,000 base; and 2) the remaining funding will be distributed based upon the percentage of eligible districts within each region as determined by the prior year's Title I eligibility information.
Attachment 1 provides a list of the 11 previously approved RLAs and the recommended funding allocation for each region.
	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


Following SBE approval, and contingent upon authorization in the 2008-09 State Budget, the CDE will release funding to each region for the first year of this program period. The CDE anticipates receiving from the State and Federal budget approximately $13 million for CTAP regional services for the 2008-09 fiscal year, similar to the allocation in 2007-08.
