That the district continues to supplement the Everyday Mathematics program to ensure that all content standards are met. Only approved through June 20, 2008, when new adopted materials must be purchased.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Many prior waiver/petition requests for the Everyday Mathematics program have been approved by the State Board of Education (SBE), most with the condition that districts supplement the program to ensure that all mathematics content standards are met.
This is the district’s second request for a waiver/petition for Everyday Mathematics. The district submitted an Instructional Materials Funding Realignment Program (IMFRP) petition for the June 2003 SBE meeting. The prior waiver was approved with the condition that the district supplements the Everyday Mathematics program to ensure that all content standards are met. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


While no SBE policy currently exists for petitions under the IMFRP, language within the IMFRP in California Education Code (EC) Section 60421(d) specifically authorizes the SBE to grant waivers for the purchase of non-adopted materials with IMFRP funds.

The district is seeking approval of this petition to enable it to complete the current adoption cycle with the Everyday Mathematics program. This program was adopted by the SBE at its meeting on November 8, 2007, but the district is seeking retroactive approval to use IMFRP funds for consumable materials purchased in the 2005-06, 2006-07, and 2007-08 school years. 
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)
The district has stated that it has evaluated the Everyday Mathematics program for alignment to the state content standards, and that it supplements the program, especially at grades four and five, to ensure that all content standards are fully met. The district uses a combination of a supplemental guide developed by the publisher of Everyday Mathematics along with the supplemental program Math Steps to ensure that all content standards are fully addressed. The district provides comprehensive and continuous staff development in support of its mathematics program.

All of the district’s schools have API scores of over 800, and all met their growth targets in 2004–2006. The percentage of students who score at proficient or higher on the Mathematics California Standards Test is significantly higher than the state average.

Belmont-Redwood Shores Elementary School District has a student population of 329 and is located in an urban portion of San Mateo County.

Period of request: July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2008. Instructional materials petitions are typically granted for two years, but the added time will give the district time to implement the newer materials from the 2007 Mathematics Adoption.

The district has stated that the cost of consumable replacement will be approximately 24 percent of its total IMFRP for each year covered by the petition request. The district’s 2007-08 IMFRP, estimated from its first apportionment, is $174,503.
