	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Waivers of the composition requirements for School Site Councils (SSC) have been previously approved under the SBE waiver authority for small schools. These waivers are limited to schools that are on a School-Based Coordinated Plan approved by their district and are only approved for two-year terms under the waiver authority of EC Section 52863. 
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


California Education Code (EC) Section 52852 states in part: 
A schoolsite council shall be established at each school which participates in school-based program coordination. The council shall be composed of the principal and representatives of: teachers selected by teachers at the school; other school personnel selected by other school personnel at the school; parents of pupils attending the school selected by such parents; and, in secondary schools, pupils selected by pupils attending the school…

     … At the elementary level the council shall be constituted to ensure parity between (a) the principal, classroom teachers and other school personnel; and (b) parents or other community members selected by parents.

At both the elementary and secondary levels, classroom teachers shall comprise the majority of persons represented under category (a)….

To meet the composition and parity requirements of EC Section 52852, an elementary school site council must have a minimum of ten members, including the principal, three classroom teachers, one other school employee and five parents or community members.
Green Point Elementary School is a single school district located in rural Humboldt County, enrolling approximately 12 students and employing a part-time principal, two teachers and two part-time bus drivers. 
Due to the small size of the staff and parent population, the school wishes to form a school site council composed of the school principal, the two classroom teachers, and three parents or community members selected by parents.
The department recommends approval.
