	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Many waivers of this type have been approved under the SBE Waiver Policy: Guidelines for Evaluating Requests of School Site Council Requirement for Schools Serving a Common Attendance Area. 

These waivers are limited to schools that are on a School-Based Coordinated Plan approved by their district and are only approved for two-year terms under the waiver authority of EC 52863. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


South Fork Union Elementary School District operates one elementary school and one middle school in rural Kern County. The two schools comprise a single attendance area enrolling 350 students. The two schools have a common principal-superintendent, an integrated curriculum and shared staff development. The schools are not located on the same site and are three miles apart. If this waiver request is approved, the school site council will elect its members from among the staff and parents of both schools and will develop a Single Plan for Student Achievement that is representative of the needs of students from both schools.

South Forth Union Elementary School District has a student population of 349 and is located in a rural portion of Kern County.
