	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) approved a revision to State Board of Education Waiver Policy 01-01, Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation on November 9, 2006. This waiver meets this criteria.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Section 131(d)(1) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Public Law 109-270) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(d)(2) of the Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement based on the following factors.

The SBE Waiver Policy indicates that:

The LEA is:

· A district or agency in a rural, sparsely populated area (as defined by National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) Locale Codes 33, 41, 42, and 43,

OR

· A public charter school operating secondary vocational and technical education programs (as evidenced by a State Board of Education issued charter number), AND

The LEA:

· Demonstrates that it is unable to enter into a consortium for purposes of providing activities under this section (as evidenced by a description from the LEA or CDE of efforts to enter into a consortium). 

CDE staff contacted the Dunsmuir Joint Union High School District (JUHSD) and verified that the LEA meets the new waiver criteria. The district is in NCES Locale Code # 42 which is defined as rural, distant. 

Located in the far northern county of Siskiyou, the city of Dunsmuir has a population of 1,910. The city is adjacent to Interstate 5, the Union Pacific Railroad tracks and the Sacramento River. Siskiyou County is known as a recreational area with Mount Shasta, the second highest volcano on the west coast, within 25 miles. The county contains steep terrain, river valleys and winding roads through mountainous passes which isolates communities. Two school districts within the Dunsmuir community provide an elementary school, a high school and community day schools for 283 pupils. This district’s location in an isolated area reduces the likelihood of joining a consortium.
Dunsmuir (JUHSD) contacted Mike Michelon, Superintendent at McCloud Union Elementary and Doug Squellati, Superintendent at Siskiyou Union High. Unfortunately, both superintendents expressed at this time that forming a consortium was not feasible. 
The department recommends approval.

Dunsmuir JUHSD has a student population of 107 and is located in a rural portion of Siskiyou County.
