	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


The State Board of Education (SBE) approved a revision to State Board of Education Waiver Policy 01-01, Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act: Consortium Requirement for Minimum Allocation on November 9, 2006. This waiver meets this criteria.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Section 131(d)(1) of the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006 (Public Law 109-270) requires local educational agencies (LEAs) whose allocations are less than $15,000 to enter into a consortium with other LEAs for the purpose of meeting the $15,000 minimum grant requirement. Section 131(d)(2) of the Act permits states to waive the consortium agreement based on the following factors.

The SBE Waiver Policy indicates that:

The LEA is:

· A district or agency in a rural, sparsely populated area (as defined by National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) Locale Codes 33, 41, 42, and 43,

OR

· A public charter school operating secondary vocational and technical education programs (as evidenced by a State Board of Education issued charter number), AND

The LEA:

· Demonstrates that it is unable to enter into a consortium for purposes of providing activities under this section (as evidenced by a description from the LEA or CDE of efforts to enter into a consortium). 

CDE staff contacted the Southern Humboldt Unified School District (USD) and verified that the LEA meets the new waiver criteria. The district is in NCES Locale Code # 43 which is defined as rural, remote. 

Located in the unincorporated town of Garberville in Humboldt County, this district is situated in a geographically mountainous area. The district covers approximately 773 square miles of steep terrain, deep river valleys, large Redwood State Parks, coastal mountain ranges and a small ocean fishing community. The district is comprised of five elementary schools, one high school and the Osprey Learning Center. The current enrollment is 780 students. This district’s location in an isolated area reduces the likelihood of joining a consortium.
The nearest school to Southern Humboldt USD is Fortuna Union High which is located 50 miles away. Southern Humboldt has discussed the possibility of forming a consortium with this school but due to the distance it is not feasible. 
The department recommends approval.
Demographic information:
Southern Humboldt USD has a student population of 780 and is located in a rural portion of Humboldt County.
Authority for Waiver: Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act of 2006, (Public Law 109-270), Section 131(d)(2).

Period of request: July 1, 2007, through June 30, 2011 
Local board approval date(s): September 12, 2007

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


Approval will enable the Southern Humboldt USD to receive its annual Perkins funds of $10,341.00 without having to participate in a consortium. The waiver has no significant effect on the distribution of Perkins funds statewide.
