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CAHSEE Results for July through December 2008 Administrations and 2007-08 Waiver Data Collection
This Item Addendum provides the findings and tables that describe the results of the July through December 2008 California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) administrations (Attachment 1). Results for July 2008 to December 2008 Administrations

The California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) results of the July 2008 through December 2008 administrations, based on the Human Resources Research Organization (HumRRO) analyses, are provided in the following tables and findings.

Table 1, on page 2, displays a point-in-time comparison of the percent of students for each class meeting the CAHSEE requirement by December in their respective senior years. 

Table 2, on page 3, displays the estimated passing rates for students in the classes of 2006, 2007, 2008, and 2009. The display includes results through the December 2008 CAHSEE administration. 

Table 1 Findings
· There is a slight increase, about 0.4 percentage points, in students from the Class of 2009 meeting the CAHSEE requirement when compared to the Class of 2008 at the same point in time of their senior year.
· English Learners (ELs) and students receiving special education services in the Class of 2009 display an increase in passing rates, approximately 2 percentage points, when compared to the Class of 2008 at the same point in time of their senior year. However, ELs and students with disabilities continue to lag behind the other subgroups.
· The Class of 2009 percent passed through the December administration (which includes students who receive special education services) has surpassed the passing rate for the Class of 2006 where students who receive special education services have been excluded. 
· The Class of 2009 passing rates for most subgroups are greater than the rates for the Class of 2008. 
Table 2 Findings
· Including the December 2008 administration, almost 419,000 students (approximately 89 percent) from the Class of 2009 have met the CAHSEE requirement.
· Students in the Classes of 2006, 2007, and 2008 continue to take and pass the CAHSEE. 
· Students in special education and English learners (ELs) exhibit a lower passing rate than all other groups.

The 2007-08 Waiver Data Collection Summary
The 2007-08 Waiver Data Collection Summary California Code of Regulations, Title 5 Section 1207.1 specifies the data to be collected for waivers. The California Department of Education collected the waiver data this year for the Class of 2008. The waiver process remains unchanged (in effect) for students in the Class of 2008 and beyond.

Approximately 80.7 percent (571 of 708) of the school districts provided waiver data during the data collection effort. This number of responding school districts represents 85-90 percent of the student population that would be eligible for waivers.

Table 1 displays the number of students receiving special education services in the Class of 2008 who received waivers for the English-language arts and mathematics portions of the CAHSEE through the end of the 2007-08 school year. The table also includes the number of students who were granted diplomas as a result of receiving waivers on one or both sections of the CAHSEE.

Table 1 Findings
· Approximately 2,700 students receiving special education services in the Class of 2008 received waivers for the English-language Arts (ELA) portion of the CAHSEE. Approximately 700 students who received a waiver also graduated.

· Approximately 4,800 students receiving special education services in the Class of 2008 received waivers for the mathematics portion of the CAHSEE. Approximately 2,100 students who received a waiver also graduated.

· Approximately 1,700 students receiving special education services in the Class of 2008 received CAHSEE waivers in both portions (ELA and mathematics) of the CAHSEE. Approximately 1,400 students who received a waiver also graduated.
