San Ramon Valley Unified School District
San Ramon Valley Unified School District (USD), located in Contra Costa County, requests a waiver not serve meals this summer at these six sites: Live Oak Elementary School, Country Club Elementary School, Sycamore Elementary School, Vista Grande Elementary School, and Dougherty Valley High School based on meeting Condition Two, documented in a financial analysis that the loss to the school district is in an amount greater than or equal to one-third of the net cash resources (as defined in Title 7, Code of Federal Regulations, Part 210.2), which excludes funds that have been encumbered.   

Attached to the waiver is a financial profit/loss statement showing the program income, expenses, and the loss incurred by this district as a result of serving meals during the summer session. The profit/loss statement submitted by San Ramon Valley indicates that they do not meet the criteria of financial loss, instead showing a profit of $83,430.99 for lunch.

Summary

This means that not only is San Ramon UDS not losing money by serving summer meals, but they are actually making a profit of 83,439. 99, while they provide nutritious meals to needy pupils. The department is recommending that the State Board of Education deny the summer meal waiver request for San Ramon Valley USD so that students enrolled in summer school will receive a nutritious meal.
