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On October 30, 2009, the California Department of Education (CDE) and the California State Board of Education (SBE) received a letter from the U.S. Department of Education (ED) approving our waiver (known as the Tydings Amendment) to extend the time during which Title I, Section 1003(g) funds made available to the SBE on December 11, 2007, may be obligated. With this approval, the $16,620,295 in unobligated fiscal year 2007 funds that would have expired on September 30, 2009, will remain available for obligation until September 30, 2010. (See Attachment 1.)
On October 23, 2009, the CDE and SBE received a letter from ED approving California’s requests to waive the following statutory and regulatory requirements of Title I, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) including:

· Approving schools and local educational agencies (LEAs) identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring as supplemental educational services providers.

· Ability to grant LEAs a waiver of the carryover limitation more than once every three years. (See Attachment 2.)
