In June 2009, the United States Department of Education (ED) conducted a comprehensive review of the California Department of Education’s (CDE’s) administration of Title III, Part A-English Language Acquisition, Language Enhancement, and Academic Achievement Act, authorized by the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA), as amended. 

On September 15, 2009, at 1:00 p.m., the CDE and State Board of Education (SBE) staff received the California Title III monitoring report. The CDE staff is reviewing the document and will begin to work in conjunction with the SBE staff on California’s response. The response is due within 30 business days from the receipt of the report and must respond to all of the compliance issues contained therein. The CDE will be requesting an extension of the response submission deadline from the ED in order to allow time for board approval of the response at the November SBE meeting.
