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The list of local educational agencies (LEAs) recommended for approval of their 2009-2010 Consolidated Application (ConApp) includes only those LEAs with no outstanding compliance issues, or with two or less noncompliant issues that have been noncompliant for no more than 365 days. 
King City Joint Union High School District (CD Code 2766068) and Exeter Union Elementary (CD Code 5471910) have more than two noncompliant issues or have been noncompliant more than 365 days, but were inadvertently put on the list for approval (Attachment 1). They should be removed, and therefore, not considered for approval at this time. 

Since submitting agenda Item 14, an additional twenty-four LEAs have resolved all noncompliant issues, and five others have made significant progress and now have only two or less noncompliant issues outstanding 365 days or less. CDE staff recommends that these 29 LEAs (Attachment 3) also receive approval of their 2009-2010 ConApp, along with those listed in Attachment 1 (excluding King City UHSD and Exeter UESD). The five LEAs that have reduced their noncompliant issues to two or less (included in Attachment 4) are: Huntington Beach Union High School District, West Park Elementary School District, Whittier City Elementary School District, Magnolia Elementary School District, and East Whittier City Elementary School District. 

Since submitting agenda Item 14, four LEAs that previously had two or less noncompliant issues and were originally included in Attachment 2 have now resolved all noncompliant issues. These four LEAs are: Evergreen Elementary School District, Standard Elementary School District, Berryessa Union Elementary School District and Tehachapi Unified School District. A fifth LEA, West Fresno Elementary School District, was inadvertently also originally listed in Attachment 2, but had no noncompliant issues. These five LEAs were already included in Attachment 1, recommended for approval of their 2009-2010 ConApp.
