The State Board of Education (SBE) staff recommends that the State Board of Education take the following action:

· Consider the proposed regulations 

· Approve the proposed regulations, including any changes; and 

· Direct the CDE to prepare the rulemaking package and commence the rulemaking process.

	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION ANDANDACTIONACTION


At its March 2008 meeting, the SBE directed the CDE to develop regulations to clarify and make specific subdivisions (c) through (j) of California Education Code (EC) Section 47607 regarding charter revocation and the revocation appeal process. Since that time, the SBE has also directed the CDE to develop regulations that address revocation pursuant to EC Section 47604.5 and revocation of statewide benefit charters.

At the November 2009 meeting, the SBE was informed of the final requirements and priorities of the federal Race To The Top grant program, including the emphasis on ensuring high quality charter schools. 

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES 


The SBE has the authority, pursuant to EC section 47604.5, to revoke a locally authorized charter under specific conditions and upon the recommendation of the Superintendent of Public Instruction.  With the focus of the new federal administration on the quality of public schools, including public charter schools, the State Board has requested that this section be operationalized  with regulations to direct the process of review of some of the state's lowest performing charter schools.  Because of the expedited timeline of the new federal Race to the Top grant program, these regulations

are being brought before the board for consideration separately from the general revocation regulations that are expected for consideration at the state board's January meeting.  The proposed regulatory language is targeted only to low-academic performance and sets out the process and conditions for action by the board under the authority of EC section  47604.5(c).
