The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) take action as deemed necessary and appropriate.
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At its May 2008 meeting, the SBE was provided the preliminary results of the data collection of local waivers for CAHSEE for students receiving special education services in the class of 2007. 
At the January 2008 SBE meeting, the SBE was provided an update of the approximate number of students who took one or both portions of the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE) during the July and October 2007 administrations and the percentage of students statewide who passed the English-language arts and mathematics portions of the exam.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


Recent Exam Administrations

Recent CAHSEE administrations for the 2008-09 school year were held on July 29-30, 2008, October 7-8, 2008, November 4-5, 2008, and December 6 and 13, 2008. The July administration was available to all eligible grade twelve and adult students and the October, November, and December administrations were available to all eligible grade eleven, twelve, and adult students.

The remaining 2008-09 CAHSEE administrations will be held on February 3-4, 2008, March 17-18, 2008, and May 12-13, 2008.

	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)


CAHSEE Waiver Data Collection

In accordance with Section 1207.1 of Title 5 of the California Code of Regulations, by December 31 of each year, each school district shall provide to the CDE their information regarding local waivers for pupils with disabilities. The Standards and Assessment Division collected this local waiver information from the District CAHSEE Coordinators during the data collection window from December 1, 2008, through December 19, 2008. Note that exemptions no longer exist; therefore, this data collection was only for waivers that were granted in the 2007-08 school year (July 1, 2007 - June 30, 2008). CDE will provide a preliminary analysis of this data collection at the March 2009
 SBE meeting.
