	RECOMMENDATION


The California Department of Education (CDE) recommends that the State Board of Education (SBE) remove 35 Supplemental Educational Services (SES) providers from the approved 2006-2008 and 2007-2009 lists who have failed to submit the required 2007-08 SES Accountability Report, pursuant to the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR) Section 13075.3 (Attachment 1).
	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


At the May, July, and September 2005 meetings, the SBE approved 263 SES providers for a two-year period (July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2007). At the May 2006 meeting, the SBE approved 18 SES providers for a two-year period (July 1, 2006, through June 30, 2008). In May 2007, the SBE approved 185 SES providers, and in September 2007, approved 11 additional SES providers based on approved appeals, for a two-year period (July 1, 2007, through June 30, 2009). At the May 2008 meeting, the SBE approved 68 providers for a two-year period (July 1, 2008, through June 30, 2010). On September 11, 2008, the SBE approved the removal of 63 providers from the approved 2005-2007 and 2006-2008 lists who failed to submit the 2006-07 SES Accountability Report.
	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


This is the second time that CDE has recommended removing SES providers that failed to complete the required annual SES Accountability Report from the list of approved SES providers. This action will ensure these providers are not eligible to reapply for SES in the next two years in accordance with 5 CCR Section 13075.2(c)(3). 
Federal law for SES requires that a state educational agency take responsibility for establishing objective criteria that measures the record of effectiveness in increasing the academic proficiency of students for approved SES providers in accordance with the
SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES (Cont.)








No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001, Title I, Part A, Section 1116, (e) (4)(B). State regulations, 5 CCR Section 13075.3 requires that approved SES providers submit an annual SES Accountability Report to the CDE by October 1 at the end of each of the two years of SBE approval or be subject to removal from the approved list of SES providers. The report is submitted online by providers and is an annual status report on the programmatic and academic quality of the SES services. The SES Accountability Report Web page was opened for the submission of the 2007-08 report on August 8, 2008, with the submission deadline of October 1, 2008. On November 4, 2008, a follow-up e-mail was sent to providers who had not submitted the reports, giving them an extension until November 12, 2008. CDE staff provided extensive assistance and technical support to SES providers completing the online report.

	FISCAL ANALYSIS (AS APPROPRIATE)


There is no fiscal impact to the state. A local educational agency (LEA) contracts with SBE-approved SES providers to provide free tutoring to students enrolled in Program Improvement schools in Years 2 through 5. LEAs receiving Title I funds are required to set aside up to 20 percent of their Title I allocation to pay for SES.

Dear SES Providers:

Supplemental Educational Services (SES) providers who provided SES tutoring in the 2007-08 school year are required to submit program and student data on the SES Accountability Report, referred to hereafter as the SES report, by October 1, 2008. The SES report is currently available online and is the only acceptable process for submitting data on SES. 

Enclosed are three documents to assist you in working with an updated version of the online SES report. These documents include the following:

· Overview of the Supplemental Educational Services (SES) Data Reporting Form

· Record Layout for Uploading of SES Student Data 

· SES Test Code List 
In accordance with Section 13075.4 (b)(1) and (2) of the Title 5 California Code of Regulations, failure to submit the SES report will result in the removal from the list of approved providers or ineligibility to apply to be a provider in the future.

Access to the online SES report is available on the SES Accountability Report Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ti/ap1/logon.aspx where entry to the site requires the selection of your provider name from an online pull-down menu and the use of a password that will be e-mailed to you.

Dear Supplemental Educational Services (SES) Provider:

Our records indicate that you are an SES provider approved in 2006 or 2007 and did not submit the required 2007-08 SES Accountability Report by October 1, 2008.

Online access for filing the report is located on the SES Accountability Report Web page at http://www.cde.ca.gov/ta/ac/ti/ap1/logon.aspx. Enclosed are four documents to assist you in working with an updated version of the online SES report. These documents include the following:

As you are aware, the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (5 CCR) for SES requires the submission of the annual SES Accountability Report (Section 13075.3). The regulations stipulate that failure to provide this report will result in the termination of your SES approved provider status. As stated in the 5 CCR Section 13075.4, (b)(1) and (2):

(b) After notice and opportunity to be heard, a provider’s status as an approved provider may be terminated by the State Board of Education (SBE) for any of the following reasons:

(1) The provider has failed to provide information requested by the California Department of Education (CDE) to allow CDE to monitor and evaluate the program;

(2) The provider has failed to monitor and evaluate the progress of students receiving services.

Consistent with this provision, our office is providing this notice with an additional opportunity for your organization to submit your report by November 12, 2008. Failure to submit the report by November 12 will result in the recommendation to the SBE to terminate your status as an approved provider at the January 2009 Board meeting.
