	SUMMARY OF PREVIOUS STATE BOARD OF EDUCATION DISCUSSION AND ACTION


Since 2004, the SBE has annually approved and submitted a package of proposed amendments to its Accountability Workbook to the U.S. Department of Education (ED). After ED has reviewed and approved certain of the amendments, the CDE has then prepared and forwarded to the ED a fully-amended California Accountability Workbook. 	SUMMARY OF KEY ISSUES


In accord with established practice, the CDE must submit any revisions to the state’s Accountability Workbook to the ED by February 15, 2009. We are only making technical edits to allow results from the 2009 California Modified Assessment into the calculation for determining Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) for California local educational agencies and schools.
